SECTION  15-7-6

RESERVED FOR FUTURE USE. ADAPTIVE RE-USE
(a)
Adaptive reuse of existing farmstead structures and foundations for residential purposes and/or commercial purposes shall be permitted, the density provisions 15-8-1 (a) & (b) are waived for this application. The provisions of 15-8-1 (c) & (d) shall continue to apply. 

Multifamily and condominium uses are permitted. Regulations of this use shall follow major subdivision rules and/or commercial use rules as appropriate to application for such rules.  Adapted buildings must have been in existence prior to 1950. Minimum size shall be 1000 sq. ft. 

The original foundation area shall not be exceeded, either above ground level or below ground level.

The construction type and the exterior design shall follow the original design. A maximum of six (6) dwelling units, including the original farmhouse, will be allowed.

Not more than one (1) farm structure shall be re-constructed for adaptive re-use.  The Town Historic Preservation committee or the Land Use Commission acting as Historic Preservation Committee must approve modifications and designs before approval is granted.

In all other areas, within the Town, the minimum lot size shall be two (2) acres for single family residences.

(a)
As is in the document … 

(b) Normal Density, 91% open space:  All parcels seventy (70) acres or more shall have the number of building sites determined as follows:   the number of acres is divided by 35, the resulting number is rounded down up to the next whole number, providing that the division of the existing parcel by 35 results in a remaining area in excess of 5 acres.  That resulting whole number is the number of permitted building sites.  (Examples:  69.9 acres / 35 = 1.997, rounded down up gives one two building site; 70 acres / 35 = 2.00, rounded down up gives 2 building sites; 104 acres / 35 = 2.97, rounded down up gives two three building sites).

(c) All parcels within one-half (1/2) mile of the corporate limits of the Village of New Glarus shall may not be subject to the density requirements of (a) and (b) above or (d) below, but must meet the town plat requirements for Public sanitary and public services and must meet the requirements of 15-7-3.

SANITARY SEWERAGE SYSTEMS
 

Section 15-6-5(b) is created as follows:


(b) Public Sewerage systems established with sanitary districts or connected to the Village of new Glarus collection and treatment system shall comply with Town of New Glarus engineering requirements or Village of New Glarus ordinances.

 

Section 15-6-5(c) is created as follows:

(c) Public sanitary sewerage service shall be required at time of initial development for land divisions meeting both of the following criteria:

(1). Developments are located within 1/2 mile of the Village of New Glarus limits, and

(2). The land division, or last in a series of land divisions, results in the creation of five or more lots or building sites from the existing parcel as was configured on October 13, 1997, including lots crested via separate land divisions and all residences on the parcel before October 13, 1997.

 

Section 15-7-3(a)(1)a.  Shall be amended as follows:

a. For Land divisions to be immediately provided with public sanitary sewerage services at the time of initial land development, the minimum lot size shall be 20,000 square feet.
