What:  Seminar “Preserving and Restoring Your Property”

Where: New Glarus Town Hall, Hwy. 69, Swiss Miss Center

“Preserving and Restoring Your Property”, a natural environment seminar offered by the Town of New Glarus Parks Commission, will be held on November 8, 2008, from 7 PM to 9 PM at the Town Hall, located on Highway 69 in the Swiss Miss Center.  

This workshop will include discussions about methods to optimize the native landscape by restoring prairie remnants, woodlands and controlling invasive plants and will be directed toward owners of large parcels of land.  Three speakers have been scheduled with expertise in these areas.

 “Restoring land, whether prairies or woodlands, always includes controlling invasive plants”, says Darcy Kind, one of the scheduled speakers who will provide information about invasive plants.  Darcy Kind is a Prairie and Savanna Biologist with the WDNR Bureau of Endangered Resources.  She works directly with landowners by providing information about restoration and management and helping them apply for funds through the Landowner Incentive Program.

Mike Anderson, who spoke at the October seminar, will be back to share more of his extensive experience in local land restoration and management.  His company, BioLogic Environmental Consulting LLC in Fitchburg, provides design and installation of native landscapes and land management services.

Chuck Bauer, landowner for 30 years of 82 acres in Green County, will speak about his personal experiences in battling crown vetch and other obstacles over the last 10 years in what he describes as his “journey toward good land stewardship.” 

This seminar is the second in a series of four natural environment seminars.  Future seminars are scheduled for February 7, 2008, Creating Wildlife Habitat with Native Landscaping, and March 6, 2008, Suburban Gardening.

These seminars are presented because of the importance expressed by the Town residents to preserve our open space and natural areas.  The Parks Commission hopes these seminars will encourage and facilitate landowner interest and participation in proactive, organized efforts to preserve the Town’s natural environment.
