Discussion:
Kevin Krysinski distributed and discussed the 2005 Town Budget.  The 2005 proposed highway budget is $365,957 with a 2004/5 tax levy of $4.34 and 2003/4 tax levy of $4.39.    


Kevin explained that our major budget expenditures were needed to fund Capital Equipment of $151,000 for a new Truck and Spreader for the Town ($135,000), Voting equipment for the sight impaired ($6,000) and $10,000 for the Green County Emergency Radio project.  In addition $10,000 was included to cover the New Glarus Library project and $10,000 towards our newly formed Parks Commission.
Discussion:
The board discussed the future growth of the Township, future health insurance costs, smart growth, Library discussions between groups and setting aside money for parkland within the Township.  Linda Kempfer-Disch requested that the Town consider allocating more funds towards Clerk position and requested that the Clerk’s hours be extended.

As there were no further comments, Mark Renner suggested that the Public Hearing be closed and we move onto our Special meeting of the electors.  Dean Streiff moved to adjourn the Budget Hearing, Ken McKenzie 2nd.  Budget Hearing closed at 7:45 p.m.
