What:   Town of New Glarus 2nd Annual Spring Clean-Up Week April 20-April 27, 2008

The Town Parks Commission has planned a roadside clean-up week from April 20th to April 27th.  They are seeking the help and cooperation of families, students and service groups.  

Karen Talarcyzk, Town Parks member, says,  “Now that the snow is gone, it’s sad/depressing/heartbreaking/disheartening/discouraging/disappointing/upsetting to see all the trash thrown along our Town roads.  Let’s get together and beautify/spruce up/clean up our community roads.  Talarcyzk says she knows of many rural residents who patrol the roads near their own property, including her.  However, there are many areas that could benefit from a clean up of cans, paper, broken glass, etc. 

The Parks Commission hopes to accomplish a two-part approach.  One part is to have neighbors contact each other to work together during the week to pick up refuse along their own roadside areas during the week.  The other part will be an organized workday on Saturday, April 26 from 10 AM to noon.

The Town Garage staff has identified Legler Road as needing attention again this year.    Hopefully, other self-organizing neighbor groups will cover their own areas if needed and/or the other areas identified.   The number of volunteers will determine the extent of coverage and hours worked.  

Residents may contact Parks Commission members, Pete Shaffer and Rita Mahoney to let them know if interested in helping.  Shaffer can be reached at 608-220-1154 daytime and 527-4527 evening.  Mahoney said she hopes to double the amount of trash bags from 25 last year to at least 50 this year.  She can be reached at 527-4939.   Volunteers should plan to meet in the Town Hall parking lot at 9:45 AM to for supplies and to be assigned a location.

Parks Commission member, Nancy Galhouse, has arranged to provide volunteers with ice cream coupons from Culvers.  Volunteers should be at least 14 years of age, wear gloves, hard soled, closed toe shoes and brightly colored clothing that protects arms and legs.  Drinking water and safety vests will be available.  Aluminum containers can be collected separately so that the participants/service groups may donate them to the organization of their choice for fund-raising.
