Pursuant to Chapter 15, Town of New Glarus, Land Division and Subdivision Code, the Town Board of Supervisors, at a regular meeting held March 1, 2005, took the following action.

The following motion was made; seconded and approved.  It reads as follows:

“I move to deny the Neuchatel preliminary plat for these reasons:

1) In that, by its density conflicts with the character, size and quality of development on nearby and adjoining properties;

2) By its nature, conflicts with the guidelines to maintain the “rural character” of the Town of New Glarus;


3) Challenges the definition of protecting environmental sensitive sites, in part would risk contributing to a worsening of an already bad situation to the north with storm water runoff, in particular, the regular flooding of Durst Valley;


4) Conflicts with the intention of minimizing the disruption of distant vistas in the development of land divisions;


5) Challenges the intended attempts at hillside protection with several areas within of considerable slope for roadways and building locations;

6) Violates at least the spirit of the lot design standards defining two acre minimums except when potentially served by public sewers;


7) Defies the concern for fire safety and resulting expressed need for common, pressurized water supply;


8) For the most part, disregards the potential water quality and methane gas contamination from the abandoned village dump; and


9) Would risk creating an obstacle to future growth and development and potential logical annexation by the Village of New Glarus as a land-locked development.”
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
