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Introduction

This summary is being provided as a framework for an evaluation reached in fulfillment of the environmental assessment and evaluation pursuant the Town of New Glarus, Land Division Ordinance (L.D.O.), Section 15-4-2 (e), study for a residential subdivision along STH 39 in the Town of New Glarus, developed by Wilde Investments, LLC.  The proposed project involves the development of a 29.5-acre site, which includes the construction of a residential subdivision and related streets.  This evaluation will overview the hydrological aspects and platting of the proposed development.  The result will yield a development that will incorporate storm water management and erosion control practices in the construction plans in accordance with the Town of New Glarus, Land Division Ordinance, Green County Ordinances and the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources and Department of Transportation requirements.

Location

The 29.5-acre site is located on the north side of STH 39, just west of the Village of New Glarus within the Town of New Glarus (Town 4 North, Range 7 East, Section15), Green County, WI.  The southern boundary of the project site is STH 39, while the western and eastern boundaries are wooded parcels.  The northern plat line boundary abuts several existing residential properties along Durst Road.

Neuchatel Development
The proposed project will consist of the development of 31( residential lots averaging approximately 3/4 acre in size, pursuant Article E of the Land Division Ordinance for the Town of New Glarus.  Currently, it is being proposed that each lot will include a private well

and on-site sewage disposal (septic) system.  The proposed roads will be town roads (dedicated public right-of-way) and have a rural cross-section, which includes gravel shoulders with a ditch.  The topography is not anticipated to change significantly from the existing condition after the development and installation of the roadways.  

Storm Water

All efforts will be made to preserve the on-site trees to maintain scenic beauty, maximize green-space and adequately reduce erosive effects of storm water runoff.  A storm water management report and plan are currently being developed to safely pass the twenty-five (25)-year storm event, in accordance with Chapter 15, Section 15-6-6, Township L.D.O.

Habitat and Historical Impacts

According to the Wisconsin National Heritage Inventory (NHI) as recorded by the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, the proposed Neuchatel development site will not affect any endangered species (animal or plant) within an aquatic or terrestrial occurrence, pursuant the WDNR – Bureau of Endangered Resources.

Similarly, the development site is not within a floodplain or wetland area.  Reference to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) community-panel number 550157-0010-B map was used to determine floodplain elevation and location.

In addition, no significant historical or geological interest was determined for this proposed residential development site.  References to the State Historical Society to date have yielded no significant interest.

Environmental

Pursuant the Land Division Ordinance, Section 15-3-4, Hillside Protection, no slopes within the development site exceed the 20% maximum use condition for the construction of private roads and driveways.   All roadways will become dedicated to the Town of New Glarus within public right-of-way.

This proposed subdivision has an acceptable soil suitability to sustain private sewerage (septic) systems.  Please see soil report.

All reasonable efforts will be made to ensure the development of the Neuchatel Subdivision site will preserve and retain existing trees, shrubbery and grasses.
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
