CALL TO ORDER: 	K. Seward was absent, D. Streiff called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM – Swiss Miss Center

Discussion/Motion: 	C. Narveson moved approve the regular minutes of 1/11/2011; R. Elkins 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion: 	R. Elkins moved approve the Caucus minutes of 1/11/2011; J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

Patrolman’s Report:	
· D. Nielson was not in attendance

Rahberger Palpable Error Public Hearing: 
R. Elkins moved to open the Rahberger case, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried. P. Salter introduced the Rahberger case, explaining that when reporting their 2010 Personal Property values, they mistakenly wrote down $11,025 instead of $1,025. Mike and Sandy Rahberger are requesting that the Town Board recognize their error and refund them $213.72 of taxes. C. Galhouse briefly explained the process.

C. Narveson moved to refund the $213.72 R. Elkins 2nd. Motion Carried. A copy of the amended personal tax form will need to be presented at this year’s Board of Review.

J. Hoesly moved to close the public hearing, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried.

Public Comments: 	 D. Streiff presented P. Salter with an engraved clock to commemorate 10 years of service. 

Finance Committee Report:
D. Streiff reviewed those items which have been billed by the Town.

· Reports were handed out to all board members

Approval and Payment of Bills: 
· C. Narveson moved to approve January checks: 15987-15997 and ACH payment 34989. Note, check number 15996 was a voided payroll check, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.

· C. Narveson moved to approve February checks: 15998-16031 and ACH payments 04768, 67838, 76233 & 93315, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

· C. Narveson moved to approve the request for payment to Moll Construction, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.
 
Clerk-Treasurer Report:	
Correspondence 
· Legler Valley Road – Substantial Completion Request. C. Narveson moved to accept the request. J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion Carried.
· Technical Advisory Committee Volunteers – Green County is required to rewrite their Farmland Preservation Plan by December 21, 2012. At this time the Department of Land Conservation is actively seeking 1 volunteer from each town board to serve on their Technical Advisory Committee. The person would need to attend about 9 meetings. D. Streiff volunteered to serve on the committee. J. Hoesly offered to ride along when needed.

· Hill Climb Request – P. Salter reported that Tom Schmock dropped off a copy of his application for street use permit for the April 30th Hill Climb. R. Elkins moved to approve J. Hoesly.

· P. Salter asked C. Narveson and J. Hoesly to drive Legler Valley Road before it thaws. 

Tom Decker/Morris Lane Discussion
· D. Streiff reported that K. Seward met with Mr. Decker on January 31st to discuss plow damage to property perceived owned by Mr. Decker. Upon closer examination, it was determined that the property is actually still owned by Edelweiss Golf Course.

The result of the meeting was that Mr. Decker will make contact with Edelweiss Golf Course regarding acquiring the finger of land surrounding Morris Lane. Mr. Decker will also be contacting Mr. Gant, a neighbor about taking over Morris Lane as a private road. 

The Town has agreed to repair the upset grass and will continue to maintain the right to plow the road for safety purposes. D. Hustad noted that if the land owners take over the road the Town shouldn’t be responsible for plowing.

Chairman’s Report:	
Town/Village Negotiating Committee – met last night and discussed topics including the shared services formula and parks and recreation cost sharing. They were also supposed to discuss shared garage locations but J. Salter and K. Seward did not have a chance to meet before the meeting to discuss the issue so it will be discussed at their next meeting. The Village was asked to present better figures for what they felt the Town should be contributing and the Library Board was asked to present actual figures for completing the formula.

Personnel Committee Report:
· Overtime Discussion – 40 vs. 8 hours
· Paid Holidays – “Pro-Rated” Language

A draft of the recommended changes was presented for the board to consider. They should review the changes and be ready to make a decision at the next meeting. The board members present felt they understood the recommended changes and were ready to make a decision tonight.

C. Narveson moved to approve the amendments to the policy, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.

Parks Commission Report:
· The Parks Commission has been asked to be prepared to present a draft of the revised park plan by our next meeting.

Plan Commission Report:
· Ordinance Review Committee Appointments – Without objection, D. Streiff, K. Seward and R. Elkins will serve on this committee. The committee is tasked with working with the Town’s attorney on proposed Chapter 110 revisions.

D. Hustad handed out his recommendation for the changes.

· Recommendation to abandon a portion of Titus Lane. D. Streiff explained that there was a previous legal recommendation that may contradict the Plan Commission’s recommendation to close a portion of the road. D. Hustad explained that if the gate remains open in the spring there is no need to close the road. If the gate is closed the road needs to be abandoned from the gate on. If the road is abandoned, the ordinance requires a cul-du-sac. With a variance, the Town could authorize a turn around. 

 No action was taken. D. Hustad recommended that once a decision is made a letter should be sent to the landowner. Without objection review in March.

B. Elkins moved to recess into Closed Session at 7:40 PM per §19.85(1)(c) to consider employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility. C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried. 

J. Hoesly moved to close the closed session at 7:50 PM; 2nd R. Elkins, motion carried.  J. Hoesly moved to resume open session at 8:11 PM; 2nd B. Elkins, motion carried

J. Hoesly moved to accept to adjustment to the salary of the Patrolman by 2.25% effective, January 31, 2011; 2nd R. Elkins.  C. Narveson would like to see D. Nielson’s salary move up a bit faster, Motion carried.
