Parks Commission Notes

Thursday, February 10, 2011
6:30 P.M.
Attendance: Ellen Caskey, Russ Whitacre, and Deputy Clerk John Wright
Not in Attendance: Keith Seward (alternate), Pete Shaffer (alternate), Chris Narveson, and Pete Raskovic
1. Proper proof of posting was confirmed by the Chair and Deputy Clerk.

2. Chair Whitacre noted that tonight’s meeting is a purely informational discussion in the absence of a quorum.  Whitacre asked the group present to continue the review of the Parks Plan.  Whitacre reported that he and Deputy Clerk Wright met twice this week to implement updates to the Plan.     The Town Board will meet next on March 8, 2011; a final draft should be submitted to the trustees by March 1, 2011 to give adequate time to review.  Whitacre noted that the Annual meeting will be on April 12, 2011; printing will take two weeks so all changes will need to be made prior to March 31, 2011.
The group discussed the revisions recommended by Whitacre and Wright.  Those areas of the Plan that need additional attention were discussed.  E. Caskey noted that the Accomplishments to Date would be better organized as bullet points; without objection.  The group agreed that the first paragraph of III C should be eliminated.  Similarly, the first table of Exhibit I on page 18 should be eliminated; without objection.  It was agreed that IV D. will need to be compared with the current survey results and revised.  The group identified bullet points within Section V that should be deleted or revised; without objection.  The group ran out of time before Section VI could be discussed.  There was no objection to Chair Whitacre and Deputy Clerk Wright meeting again this month to update Appendix III, Section VI, and any other areas in need of review.
3. Public Comments.  Chair Whitacre stated that member Pete Raskovic gave Whitacre an update that he was awaiting a reply from Jerry Apps in order to set up the conference call discussed at the January 20, 2011 Commission meeting.  Chair Whitacre has been in touch with an alternate source for raptor education based in Milton, WI for the workshop proposed in October 2011.  The Milton group will conduct the proposed workshop at a cost of $350 compared with the Raptor Education Group, Inc. who quoted $300 for their workshop and an additional $230 for mileage reimbursement.  The Chair reported that he had been in contact with Bob and Sue Rieser regarding potential membership on the Commission; the Riesers agreed to attend the next scheduled meeting if notified.  E. Caskey recommended that Dave and Sally Lamp be contacted to see if they have any interest in Commission membership.
4. Chair Whitacre agreed to contact Village Administrator Nic Owen to reschedule the Joint Town/Village Parks Committee meeting that was cancelled due to the blizzard on February 2, 2011.  Likewise, Whitacre will contact the Parks members to set another meeting date in February for the approval of a proposed final draft of the 2011 Parks Plan to recommend to the Town Board, which will require a quorum.  The informational meeting concluded at 8:40 PM.
