Regular Town Board Meeting

CALL TO ORDER: 	K. Seward called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM – Swiss Miss Center  
			K. Seward called the Board of Review to order to run concurrently.	

Proof of Posting:	Proper proof of notice was duly noted

Discussion/Motion: 	C. Narveson moved approve the regular minutes of 5/17/2011 as amended; D. Streiff 2nd.   Motion carried.

Patrolman’s Report:	
· Discarded Electronics Collection – Pattie Salter had contact with the Town’s Route Manager from Waste Management a special electronics collection at would cost $625 per event.  K. Seward recalled that Clerk-Treasurer Salter was to coordinate with the School District of New Glarus for an electronics collection. P. Salter will look into public service announcement.
· Sign Retro Reflectivity Plan - K. Seward reported that he spoke with Jeff Wunchel of Green County Highway Department and was quoted $1,000-$1,500 the first time. This would include two people, equipment and an inventory list with replacement recommendations. K. Seward suggested adding this to the 2012 budget and if the budget allows it we’d use the County. C. Narveson thought there might be funds available in the public works budget to do the project this year. Without objection funding for this year will be reviewed.
· Bluebird Ridge Conservancy Mowing – D. Nielson reported that the equipment the Town owns is not suited for this type of work. C. Narveson explained that the Parks Commission is just looking to knock down the grasses. Without objection, D. Nielson will meet with R. Whitacre to re-evaluate the area.
· Field Camera Request – D. Nielson reported that he and Pattie researched field cameras and narrowed down the search to two models of the Reconyx. The less expensive model is the HC600 it has a totally red glow free flash a 50 foot range and video mode it retails for $549.99 with a 5% Government discount our price would be $522.49 the other model is the SC950 it has the same functionality as the HC600 and retails for $649 with our 5% Government discount our price would be $616.55. The main difference between the two cameras is that the first model uses a video card that when full turns the unit off. The other model uses loop recording and when the tape is full, it writes over the older information on the memory card. The more expensive unit also allows for scheduling the on/off recording times and is upgradeable.

D. Nielson explained that the more expensive model would be preferred because of the loop recording and customizability. C. Narveson approved the purchase of the SC950, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

Public Comments: 	D. Nielson would like to take the high water signs down. 

Finance Committee Report:
· Accounts Receivable Aging List - D. Streiff reviewed those items which have been billed by the Town. There is a current balance of $226.60 which is for a culvert that was delivered to D. Sherven on 5/24. 
· Driveway Refunds – None submitted.
· Accounting Reports and Bank Reconciliation - Reports were handed out to all board members.
· Approval and Payment of Bills - D. Streiff moved to approve May checks: 16166-16168, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried.

D. Streiff moved to approve June checks: 16169-16194 and ACH payments 03912, 16747, 73136 & 99520, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Report:
· Road Opening Permit – P. Salter reported that RE800-19 was issued to Mt. Vernon Telephone for work done on Marty Road.
· Redistricting Resolution – a resolution prepared by Green County was handed out and read by P. Salter. The redistricting will change our Supervisory Districts from 27 & 23 to Districts 25, which is shared with the Town of York and District 26 which is shared with the Town of Exeter.  R. Elkins moved to approve the resolution, D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried.

Chairman’s Report:	
· Town/Village Negotiating Committee – K. Seward reported that they are meeting twice a month. Their next meeting is June 16 at the Village Hall. 
· Quarterly Safety Program Follow up – K. Seward reported that Pattie gave a safety program on general office safety. Other workshop meetings discussed were overall liability issues, emergency training, and storage of hazardous materials.

Parks Commission Report:
· Barn Restoration Workshop has been scaled back to a smaller one day presentation. They are also reevaluating the workshop as a barn preservation workshop.
· Creek Bank Restoration – C. Narveson reported that J. Wright identified areas of creek bed restorations within the Town of New Glarus and created a map.

Plan Commission Report:
· Chapter 110 Ordinance Amendments were submitted for board approval – C. Narveson moved to approve the recommendation, R. Elkins 2nd. K. Seward noted that on page 5, 110-7 A (2) expertise should read experts. D. Streiff moved to amend the motion. J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried. D. Hustad noted that on page 1, 110-2 “are” is misplaced, it should be in the sentence above to read “… and those restrictions “are” subsequently invalidated by Wisconsin State Statutes.” C. Narveson moved to amend the motion to reflect the move, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried. J. Hoesly noted that on the last page annexation is misspelled in the 110-38 heading. R. Elkins moved to change the spelling of Annesation to Annexation, D. Strieff 2nd. Motion carried. The amended Motion carried unanimously. The amended ordinance will now be published for public hearing.
