CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM – Swiss Miss Center

Discussion/Motion: 
R. Elkins moved to approve the regular minutes of 7/12/2011 as presented; C. Narveson 2nd.   Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion: 
D. Streiff moved to approve the Chapter 110 Revisions Hearing minutes of 7/12/2011 as amended; C. Narveson 2nd.   Motion carried.

Patrolman’s Report:

· Sign Retro Reflectivity Plan - K. Seward presented the board with a draft plan based on Green County’s Plan. C. Narveson moved to approve the plan, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried.

· Tractor Mower Attachment Quote – D. Nielson reported that he felt it would be better to rent a unit next year for a week or two to see if the equipment would meet the town’s needs. Rental is approximately $2,000 per week. C. Narveson noted that you can normally purchase a small insurance policy to cover accidental damage. D. Nielson will get rental information for the October budgeting meeting.

· D. Nielson reported that the trail camera has been installed.

Review Open Space Restriction of Roy Klitzke Land Division by CSM:

· Sherry Wilde presented the board with a CSM and Deed Restrictions for the property located near W6038 Legler Valley Road.

K. Seward reported that the plan has gone before the Plan Commission and they recommended approval of the CSM with Deed Restrictions. K. Seward summarized that the Klitzke’s plan is to retain the potential for a cluster development on the remaining parcels and that the CSM before the board is for a parcel being sold as open space which would meet the partial open space requirements of the development.  R. Elkins moved to approve the CSM with deed restrictions, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried.

Finance Committee Report:
· Accounts Receivable Aging List – P. Salter noted that $511 had been billed between July 1 and August 3. There are currently no outstanding invoices. 
· Accounting Reports and Bank Reconciliation - Reports were handed out to all board members.

· Road Opening Permit Refunds – 

· Request to return the $1,000 un-cashed deposit check from Lovelace Pump Company for Road Opening Permit for Duane and Janet Sherven N8810 Marty Road. D. Nielson reported that the area looks fine. 
· Request to release $1,000 Bond to Mt. Vernon Telephone Company for Road Opening Permit near N8609. Dennis reported that temporary lines have been removed.

After a brief discussion the board agreed without objection to return the un-cashed $1,000 check to Lovelace and release the $1000 bond to Mt. Vernon Telephone Company.
Clerk-Treasurer Report:
· Green County All Hazards Mitigation Plan Revision/Resolution – P. Salter explained that Green County had updated their All Hazards Mitigation Plan and was in the process of making copies of the CD for the board members. D. Streiff moved to adopt the resolution to approve the revised plan, R. Elkins 2nd. C. Narveson would like to review the CD before voting on the motion. C. Narveson moved to table the motion until the September meeting, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion Carried. The issue will be revisited at next month’s regular meeting.
· Correspondence
· 2011 Fall Budget and Finance Workshop – September 13th at the Quality Inn, Mineral Point. The cost is $60. K. Seward and D. Streiff would like to go.
· 2011 WI Lean Government Conference – October 10th at the Monona Terrace the cost is $125. K. Seward may want to go.
· 64th Annual WTA Conference – October 23-26 at the Hotel Sierra in Green Bay. The cost is $125.

· P. Salter reported that a picnic license was issued on July 18 to the Maennerchor for Volksfest.

· Master Academy Recap - P. Salter reported on classes offered at the 2011 Master Academy in Green Bay.

· Next meeting will be scheduled for September 13th at 6:30.

Chairman’s Report:


· Town/Village Negotiating Committee – K. Seward reported that they will be meeting Thursday night. They have revised some of the language of the shared revenue calculation and are getting closer to an agreement. The remaining issues include a conclusion target date, stormwater issues, 14th Avenue and Legler Valley Road. 
· Old Town Hall Preservation Society – K. Seward reported he spoke with Kim Tschudy regarding a request to relinquish first rights of refusal on the Old Town Hall. K. Tschudy will be writing a letter to the Town Board regarding this. To date we have not received the letter. K. Seward asked Dale Hustad about the annual meeting directive and whether or not the Town Board would need to take action on the issue at the annual meeting or at a regular meeting. Dale’s interpretation was that the town board could take action at a regular town board meeting.
Parks Commission Report:
· The Parks commission will be reviewing the last poll list at their next meeting in hopes of finding new Parks members.
· The Barn Restoration project will be discussed at the next regular Parks meeting; if it is not ready for presentation this fall or needs additional time to develop, then it may be rescheduled for next spring.

· They are still planning to hold a raptor workshop this fall.

· The Park’s committee met with the Village Park’s committee. The Village would like to put the Ice Skating rink in the Village Park. The liner is damaged and will need to be repaired. J. Hoesly suggested using the tennis courts. C. Narveson will relay the suggestion to the Park’s committee.
· A dog park was discussed. One location was adjacent to the veterinarian’s and the other location discussed was the low swampland across from the school and clinic.

· D. Nielson reported on his attempt to mow the Bluebird Ridge Conservancy. There are steep areas that he could not mow. He was also not able to mow around some of the trees. He felt that in the future, he could do part of the mowing and have the Parks committee find someone to clean up the areas he cannot reach.

Plan Commission Report:
· K. Seward reported the next Plan Commission is next week. They are working on the Impact Fees Ordinance Revisions.
