APPOINT BOR CHAIR:
R. Elkins nominated Keith Seward as BOR Chair, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion Carried. 

APPOINT CLERK:
C. Narveson nominated to appoint Pattie Salter as BOR Clerk, R. Elkins 2nd. Motion Carried.  

1. FILING OF AFFIDAVITS:

a. BOR Clerk confirmed that the Affidavit of Training had been filed with the Department of Revenue for K. Seward and D. Streiff.

b. CLERK RECEIVED THE 2012 TAX ROLL and BOR Clerk and Assessor; C. Galhouse signed the Assessor’s Affidavit and filed with the Clerk’s office.


2. CONFIRMATION OF EXEMPT COMPUTER VALUE REPORT:
a. Clerk Salter confirmed that Assessor Galhouse had filed the report with the Department of Revenue


3. DELINQUENT PERSONAL PROPERTY CASES NOT ELIGIBLE FOR APPEAL:
a. Clerk Salter confirmed that Assessor Galhouse had sent delinquent personal property tax bill for a mobile home located at W7014 State Hwy 39 – Notices were sent to land owner on which the trailer sits as well as the reported owner of the trailer. C. Galhouse reported that a doomage assessment had been filed.


b. Clerk Salter reported that the other delinquent property was for a PC Servers formerly owned by ATT Capital. C. Galhouse reported that he believes the property is now at the New Glarus State Woods park office. If the DNR owns the equipment it would be considered tax exempt. If the utility still owns it, it would fall under the jurisdiction of Manufacturing and telecommunications through the WI Department of Revenue and is out of the Town’s jurisdiction. R. Elkins moved to recommend to the Town Board to write off the delinquent tax bill in the amount of $23 D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

4. REVIEWED:

a. Clerk Salter reported that she and Assessor Galhouse had reviewed the building permits back to the beginning of the year.

b. Ms. Salter also confirmed that she had contacted the New Glarus Fire District Fire Chief, Dave Anderson and asked for a report of structure fires within the Town of New Glarus. We did not get a report back from them.

c. Ms. Salter confirmed that she and Assessor Galhouse had reviewed Open Book Changes and noted two address changes:

i. N8755 Argue Road has been changed to W4965 Ward Creek to better identify location.

ii. C. Galhouse reported that he sent notices of assessment to both addresses he had for the owner he shows as Pioneer Road Investments LLC (lot created out of the Crawford property) and both were returned undeliverable. Clerk Salter verified that taxes had been paid on the property and the address listed with the County matched that in the Roll Book.
