Plan Commission Meeting

Thursday, May 17th, 2012

6:30 p.m.

Attendance: Keith Seward, John Ott, Bob Elkins, Reg Reis @ 6:39pm, John Freitag @ 7:00 pm.

Meeting called to order at 6:39 p.m. by Chair Seward.

1. Review Proper Proof of Posting – Deputy Clerk Ziehli confirmed.  
2. No Public Comments.  
3. Review Minutes of the April 19th, 2012 Meeting.       

The question was asked by John Ott if we received more clarification on the wording used in the Village driveway ordinance proposal.  The question being the wording of private roads, driveways, private driveway, public street.  The Town of New Glarus driveway ordinance as revised, will prevail in the ETZ area.  With no further objections, the minutes were approved on a motion by John Ott, 2nd by Bob Elkins. Motion carried.
4.  K. Seward introduced Al Lienhardt. Mr. Lienhardt is working with John & Arlene Marty in writing an affidavit defining the open space required on their farmland as a result of their recent development. The “original parcel” would be used in clarifying the number of splits allowed and in determining the  required amount of land for open space. After this calculation, the subtraction of acreages in CSM’s will show the balance of area to be determined as open space.  Mr. Lienhardt thanked the plan committee for the detailed information.  See attached outlines and detailed maps.
5.  Discussion of Mobile Homes with respect to Green County Ordinance was tabled as Duane Sherven was not present to report on his findings and comments.               
6. The Driveway Ordinance Proposal will be presented at the Town Board on June 12th, 2012 for public hearing.
7. Roberta Kurtz representing Two Chatelaines LLC, gave a brief introduction of her business and future plans. Green County issued a conditional use permit 2009-070 to the business. The house on the property is used as a quilting retreat with no full-time residents.  The current use permit allows for up to 6 occupants for the house at a time.  The new plans to remodel and add 450 square feet to the 2nd floor for an additional bedroom. The owners wish to increase the number of occupants from 6 to 8. Tim Jelle of  Verona Septic and Excavating has inspected the septic system loads & flows and has found the septic adequate to handle the increased use and can easily perform its function because of the design and how it works. It could handle up to 12 persons.  John Freitag expressed concerns about the septic system capabilities when the house is full with 12 people. Would the septic field over-flow? A discussion was held and in conclusion, the plan committee does not have any authority over the septic design.  The plan committee discussed the application for amendment of existing conditional use permit. K. Seward noted that the Town Board must review and authorize signature. R. Kurtz stated that May 24th, 2012 is the deadline for filing with Green County to appear for a public hearing.  Motioned by J. Ott, 2nd by J. Freitag to forward application to Town Board to allow plan chair K. Seward’s signature.  Motion carried.  R. Kurtz left @ 7:33 pm.  Reg Reis also left meeting @ 7:30 pm.  
8. Updates. The Joint Village/Town Negotiation Committee Meeting meet last night 5/16/2012.  Discussion continues with respect to the language changes, storm water management, revenue sharing (as it relates to separate documents and separate statutes). A major element in the plan is how future annexation needs to be followed and understood. The anticipated completion of the plan is to schedule a joint public hearing, get Town board approval, then forward the plan to the DOA for final review and approval.  This takes approximately 60 days.  Many complex details to be completed.
9. No Public Comment.

K. Seward and Pattie Salter to submit to Town Board for discussion of planning commission being able to sign certain documentation.
