Joint Village/Town Negotiation Committee Minutes

Absent: Gof Thomson

1. Call to Order - Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. D. Gartzke moved to appoint K. Seward pro-tem chair. K. Budsberg, 2nd. Motion Carried.


2. Announcement - All cell phones are to remain silent during the meeting.  

3. Approval of Agenda - Motion by D. Gartzke to approve the agenda as presented, second by K. Budsberg.  Motion carried.  

4. Approval of Minutes of 4/18/12 Meeting - Motion by K. Budsberg to approve the minutes of 1/25/12, second by R. Elkins.  Motion carried.  
5. Discussion/Recommendation: Language for Stormwater Management – K. Seward clarified with Nic Owen that the Stormwater Management should be discussed in 2014 and/or 2016 to coincide with planned streets projects. Page 20, Section 16 item D discusses future stormwater management planning.  J. Salter moved to amend the language to revise the date “to begin no later than April 1, 2016”, K. Budsberg 2nd. Motion carried.
6. Discussion/Recommendation: Maintenance Plan for Legler Valley Road/14th Avenue – J. Salter moved to accept the maintenance plan language for Legler Valley Road/14th Avenue with the exception that the Village will plow the snow and the Town will mow where Legler Valley enters the Village to the West edge until 14th Avenue leaves the Village from the East, to begin at the signing of the CBA, D. Gartzke 2nd  K. Budsberg moved to amend the motion to read “maintenance should be done when a Paser rating of 6 or below of said road with cost sharing formula unless otherwise determined by JCB, K. Seward 2nd. Amendment carried. Amended motion passed unanimously. Redlined language attached.
7. Discussion/Recommendation: Creation of Revenue Sharing Agreement as Exhibit to CBA – N. Owen reported that Larry Bechler, the Village Attorney, recommended that a separate revenue sharing agreement be created as an exhibit to the CBA for clarity. Owen explained that there are separate State Statutes that govern the documents. K. Budsberg expressed concern to separating the revenue agreement from the CBA. D. Gartzke noted that Schmidtke, with the Department of Administration suggested keeping the agreement as a part of the CBA. J. Salter moved to leave the revenue sharing element as part of the CBA, R. Elkins 2nd. K. Budsberg asked for clarification that this could be amended in the future based on input from the Department of Administration and/or legal counsel. N. Owen confirmed that the language could be amended. K. Seward asked for roll call vote: R. Elkins voted Aye, K. Seward voted Aye, J. Salter voted Aye, K. Budsberg voted Aye and D. Gartzke voted Aye.  Motion carried.
8. Discussion/Recommendation: Use of Annexation or Attachment in CBA – After a brief discussion on the merits of using the term Annexation vs. Attachment, J. Salter moved to table the item until Mark hears back from the DOA, K. Budsberg 2nd. Motion carried.
9. Discussion/Recommendation: CBA Exhibit 1 – Exterior Boundary of Planning Area – K. Seward presented a marked up map and asked if the committee would consider using a map with a tighter boundary area to define the CBA. K. Seward explained that the approach would help create a package that is an easier sell to Town residents. Roffer’s proposal tracks the ETZ map with the exception that it moves the boundary area east of the Village to coincide with the Exeter Town line and includes the Village View development within the development area. K. Budsberg was in favor of defining the CBA boundary the same as the ETZ map.  N. Owen commented that if the restricted proposed map were used to define the CBA, it would make it more difficult to provide development outside the red border. K. Budsberg mentioned that it is his understanding that anyone in the blue area can pay for and connect to the Village water and sewer. K. Seward did not agree with that and would need clarification on this topic. K. Budsberg asked the Town members to define in writing the “objectives” of their mapping strategy. K. Seward agreed to do so prior to the next meeting. Clerk Salter noted the time was approaching 8:00 p.m. Without objection this topic will be added to the next meeting.
On a side note, D. Gartzke would like to see overlays for the maps to clearly show zones for the public hearing.

10. Discussion/Recommendation: CBA Section 7 – Boundary Changes Mandated and Permitted During the Planning Period – Did not discuss.
11. Discussion/Recommendation: CBA Section 9 – Extension of Utility Services – Did not discuss.
12. Set Next Meeting Date and Agenda Items - The next meeting was scheduled for May 30 at 6:00 p.m. at the Village.  The committee will meet again to discuss items 9, 10 and 11 plus feedback from Roffer’s and clarification of what the Town is hoping to encourage development on.  The next meeting with Mark Roffers is scheduled for June 20th at the Village Hall. Review of the 2nd draft of the cooperative plan will begin at 6:00 p.m.
