
Town of New Glarus
Plan Commission Meeting

Thursday, July 26, 2012 @ 6:30 p.m.

Attendance: Gof Thomson, Keith Seward, Duane Sherven, Bob Elkins.

Also in attendance: Diane Ziehli, Deputy Clerk, LeAnn Powers.

Absent: John Freitag, John Ott, Reg Reis, Dale Hustad.

Meeting called to order by chair Seward at 6:40 p.m.

1.  Review Proof of Posting-Confirmed by Deputy Clerk Ziehli.
2. No Public comments.
3. Minutes reviewed from May 17th meeting. Motioned by Bob Elkins, 2nd by Duane Sherven to approve minutes. Motion carried.
4. Al Lienhardt was not present at the meeting. Table the John Marty issue for next month’s meeting.
5. The conditional use permit for Two Chatelaines, LLC was approved at town board meeting. Chair Keith Seward was assigned permission to sign and return permit to the owners.  Any future conditional use permits will be able to be approved and signed by the planning commission per the town board.
6. LeAnn Powers submitted 2 separate conditional use permits for review and approval by the planning board.  LeAnn Powers and business partner, Lori Stern, will be opening a new Bed & Breakfast named Lucky Dog Farm Stay, and Yoga Studio & Massage named Down Dog. Location of property is on W7080 State Road 39, New Glarus, WI. Green County will accept conditional use permits with the town’s approval and signature.  The discussion of the 2 separate driveways may pose a concern for guests visiting and exiting the property. Bob Elkins motioned to acknowledge and approve the use permits for LeAnn Powers, 2nd by Gof Thomson. Motion carried.  Keith Seward signed both use permits for the bed and breakfast and the yoga studio & massage.  Note that Duane Sherven abstained from the motion. LeAnn Powers exited the meeting at 6:51 p.m.
7. The planning board members were asked to read and review the New Planning Commission Handbook written by Rebecca Roberts, Center for Land Use Education at UW Stevens Point. Deputy Clerk Ziehli printed new handbook from UW Stevens Point website.  K. Seward commented that board members review the handbook online.  No objections to reviewing the material and discussing at next meeting.  
8. Duane Sherven presented his findings on mobile homes/single-wide manufactured homes. A comparison of Green County ordinances versus Town of New Glarus ordinances are the same.  The planning commission asked Deputy Clerk Ziehli to print out the current Green County resolution/ordinance with respect to mobile homes/single-wide manufactured homes. A separate copy of Chapter 3 ordinances will be kept in the Planning Commission Handbook for future reference and training.
9. Updates. 
a. Joint Town/Village Negotiation Committee Meeting. The next joint negotiation meeting is scheduled for Thursday, August 16, 2012.  The Plan Commission has to complete the Cooperation Boundary Agreement and the Comprehensive Plan to show that they are both compatible before submitting the final drafts to the Department of Administration. See attached 2 pages; Exhibit 1, Amendments to Town of New Glarus Comprehensive Plan.  Planning members reviewed and discussed the amendments to the town’s comprehensive plan. There was some concern about certain wording and grammar used in Section 2. Page 1, 2nd paragraph, and 2nd page, 1st paragraph, last sentence.  Motioned by Duane Sherven, 2nd by Bob Elkins, to approve resolution as presented, with notice of changes put forth on comprehensive plan questions to be answered before the date of the public hearing, and joint board meetings. Motion carried.
