K. Seward called the meeting to order at 6:47 p.m.  

1. Proof of Posting: Clerk-Treasurer Salter confirmed proper posting.

2. Swear-In Dean Streiff: P. Salter swore in D. Streiff as 1st Supervisor each for a two-year term. Term runs through April 15, 2015. 

3. Approve Town Board Minutes:
a. 04/16/13 Annual Meeting Minutes: C. Narveson moved to approve the minutes as presented. J. Hoesly 2nd.  Motion carried.

b. 04/16/13 Crawford Land Division Hearing Minutes: J. Hoesly moved to approve the minutes as presented. R. Elkins 2nd.  Motion carried.

c. 04/16/13 Town Board Minutes: R. Elkins moved to approve the minutes as presented. J. Hoesly 2nd.  Motion carried.

C. Narveson moved to approve the maintenance estimates as presented. R. Elkins 2nd.  Motion carried.

b. Plow Bidding Process: D. Nielson presented the Board with bid documents for a new Dump/Plow Truck and reported that an ad has been placed seeking bids. Bids will be opened after 5 p.m. on June 11th and presented to the Board for review.

c. Old Madison Road Sinkhole: K. Seward reported that he had received a complaint from Gerald Briscoe and Kristine Tway that there is an opening in their yard close to the property line. The opening has been there for a couple years and has grown. It appears that the depression may have been caused when utilities were installed. Town resident, Gerald Briscoe explained that prior to the sinkhole appearing, water would come across his property and drains into the ditch. He noted that the culvert on his property was changed when Old Madison Road was redone and now sits higher than the ditch. Now the water is draining directly into the hole. Mr. Briscoe was concerned that eventually he is going to lose a portion of his driveway and the Town will lose part of the road. 

In 2008 Mr. Briscoe deeded property to the Town to create and maintain a drainage basin. 

C. Narveson recommended doing an excavation to determine if there is a void or bridge embankments buried under there.  

K. Seward suggested having some engineering analysis to determine the scope of the problem and possible solutions. 

G. Briscoe will contact Diggers Hotline to determine where utility work was done. 

C. Narveson moved and D. Streiff 2nd to authorize the Town Chairman to contract with the Town engineer to have them analyze the area and provide a scope of project quote and determine possible remediation. Kristine Tway stated that she had received information from the Geological Society on how to fill the area and wondered if she should proceed. K. Seward advised that both she and Mr. Briscoe avoid the area until the Town’s Engineers were able to study the area as it could be a potentially hazardous area. K. Seward also noted that until the Engineer’s were able to analyze the area he would not know who would be responsible for the remediation. He noted the Town would be responsible for the Engineering study, but the property owners may be responsible for the repairs, the Town of New Glarus may be responsible for the repairs or it may be a joint project between the landowners and the Town of New Glarus. Motion carried. 


5. Public Comments: 
a. Residents of Edelweiss Road – Speed Concerns - No residents were present.

6. Finance Committee Report:
a. Accounts Receivable Aging List: D. Streiff reported that $975.76 had been billed in April and 617.32 had been billed in May. There is currently $601.32 in outstanding bills. P. Salter reported that she was able to collect from D. Smith Appraisal and D. Fazel had assured her that he would pay the outstanding $20.

b. Accounting Reports w/Monthly Bank Reconciliation: D. Streiff reported that April’s accounts balance.

c. Payment of Bills: D. Streiff moved to approve April checks 17104-17108. C. Narveson 2nd. D. Streiff noted that checks 17100-17103 were voided due to payroll misprint. Motion Carried.

D. Streiff moved to approve May checks 17109-17129 and ACH payments #30266, 30268, 52288, 64658, 66534, 68052, 10526 & 10946. C. Narveson 2nd. Motion Carried. 

Clerk-Treasurer Report:
a. Correspondence:
a. WTA Video Library Annual Membership: P. Salter reported that for $50 the Town can subscribe to the WTA Video Library Membership. There are approximately 50 different videos that are posted on the website including “Financial Administration”, presented by Carol Doran, formerly of the Department of Revenue, Carol Nawrocki, Sr. Legal Counsel for the WTA presents “Public Hearings” and “Ordinance Adoption, Amendment & Enforcement;” Lee Turonie has recorded segments on “Acquisition & Disposal of Town Property;” “Public Works Contracts & Bidding;” and “Town Revenue Sources.” P. Salter provided the board members with the website address. Without objection, the board members will review the website and we will revisit this topic next month.

b. WTA 2013 Capitol Days Report: P. Salter provided the Board with a summary of this year’s priority issues encouraging our legislators to vote in favor of “increasing the GTA by $50 per mile for 2014 & 2015”; “Repealing the language in Sec. 59.69 (3)(b) that states the county shall include a city or village plan in the county development”. By repealing this language, the Town would be on equal ground with a Village or City in determining development. “Give towns authority to withdraw from county zoning” and Change the state recall law for local officials” P. Salter reported that she met with a Legislative Aide with Representative, Sondy Pope’s office and with Senator, Jon Erpenbach.

c. Wisconsin Deferred Compensation: P. Salter requested that the Town Board consider a resolution to include the Town of New Glarus under the Wisconsin Deferred Compensation Program. Without objection the item will be added to next month’s meeting.

7. Chairman’s Report 
a. K. Seward reported that the Personnel Committee met and recommended that the Town Board update the Employee Policy Manual. K. Seward moved to approve the amended Personnel Policy as presented. D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

b. Discuss Cooperative Boundary Agreement: K. Seward reported that the Village is meeting tonight to discuss their concerns. The next Joint Negotiation meeting is scheduled for Thursday night.

8. Plan Commission Report: K. Seward reported that there is a potential that a cell tower review will be presented to the Plan Commission, but there was no new business scheduled for May. There would probably not be a Plan Commission meeting in May.

Parks Report: C. Narveson reported that the tree sale was a resounding success. 

Schedule Next Board Meeting: Board of Review will be held June 4th beginning at 6:30 p.m. The Town Board meeting will be held on June 11th beginning at 6:30 p.m.

9. Adjourn:  Discussion ended at 8:45 p.m.  C. Narveson moved to adjourn, 2nd by J. Hoesly. Motion carried.
