


VILLAGE OF NEW GLARUS/TOWN OF NEW GLARUS
JOINT PARKS COMMITTEE
October 10, 2013

Chairman Greg Thoemke called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Town members present: Andy Elkins, Dana Emmerton and Chris Narveson (7:08).  Village members present: Greg Thoemke and Joan Betz.  Also Present: Kim Tschudy and Village Administrator Nicholas Owen.

Approval of Agenda: Motion by Joan Betz, second by Andy Elkins to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  

Approval of Minutes of the 7/11/13 Meeting: Motion by Andy Elkins to approve the minutes of the 7/11/13 meeting, second by Danna Emmerton.  Motion carried. 

Public comments: No public comments.  

Update/Discussion: Joint Dog Park:
Review Fencing Estimates: The Village received an estimate of just under $6,000 for fencing of the dog park.  The Village submitted an application to the Community Foundation of Southwestern Wisconsin for partial funding of the cost of the fence.  Andy Elkins stated while he cannot make a commitment he feels the Town would be interested in sharing of the cost.    

Review information for Dane County Dog Park: Greg Thoemke stated that the Village Parks Committee reviewed the information from the Dane County Dog Park and decided to use their rules as guideline for our potential dog park.  Thoemke explained the fees recommended by the Village Committee as follows: annual dog permit $20, additional annual permit $10, senior owner annual $12, disabled owner $12, annual replacement for lost permit $10 and daily permit $5.  The committee discussed what a physical permit looks like and how much it costs to make.  Joan Betz stated that Dane County uses metal tags that slip onto the leash.  The committee discussed options for the tags.  Administrator Owen will contact Green County to see what the dog registration tags cost.  Dana Emmerton felt that the daily fee may be a little high for the size of the park.  Greg Thoemke noted that the $5 was just a committee recommendation and the Town was welcome to review the information and provide their own recommendations.  

Update on Hoesly Pond: FFA Alumni are working on plans and seeking grant funding for improvements at the pond property.  

Update/Discussion: Town/Village Trails: Andy Elkins said the Town Parks committee have postponed discussion of a trail in the Backtown area until a development is closer to reality.  Their focus now is on the southern end of the Village and trying to connect the Sugar River trail near Airport Rd to the trail to the State Park.  He added they are looking at options for the trail being in low wetland areas and the possibility of a trail along the east side of STH 69. The Town Parks committee is drafting letters to seek interest of property owners.  They are also researching options for trails on the South west side.  

Town/Village Parks Updates
Town: Barn Renovation workshop, 2014 Tree Sales: The barn renovation workshop was a success with an estimated 30 attendees.  Speakers included Kim Tschudy, speakers on the barn quilt program and a representative of Zwiefel construction on barn restorations.  The town is advertising for the second tree sale.  Due to the success in 2013 they will be taking pre-orders.  They will again have the Green County Forester giving a presentation on proper tree care and planting.  





Village: Alphornman Triathlon, Historical Village Harvest Fest, Open House at Chalet of the Golden Fleece: The Alphornman was held in August with similar numbers to prior years, this weekend is Harvest Fest at the Historical Village and there will be some activities downtown on 1st Street, the Friends of the Chalet are having an open house Wednesday October 16th from 7:00 – 9:00 p.m.
