ABSENT:  

1. Call Meeting to Order:  Chair Freitag called the meeting to order at 6:35pm.

2. Review Proof of Posting:  Deputy Clerk Susan McCallum attested to proper posting. She swore John Ott and Robert Elkins into their three year term of office. 

3. Approve Minutes from June 26, 2014:  J. Ott moved to approve the June 26 minutes, 2nd by R. Elkins. 
                                                                       Motion carried. 

4. Public Comments:  J. Ott asked what is new with the town/village negotiating and the library. R. Elkins said nothing, but the paper reported that the Brewery stated they would support the library. D. Streiff relayed the changes by the Village regarding the library location. There was general discussion regarding locations and funding, including the need for a new location for the Town Hall.   

5. Discuss and consider Hallett CSM: Todd Hasse presented the proposed CSM and Plot Plan for property that Robert Hallett owns on Zentner road. He purchased 3 parcels in January of 2014 (identified in CSM 4254); two parcels were each 20 acre buildable lots on the north end of the property and the third for 138 acres on the southern edge was shown as agricultural land only. The Plot Plan on the Ortho photo shows lots 2 and 3; he would like to keep the original lot 1, on Hwy 39, as it is and previously surveyed. He would like to take the buildable right for original lot 2 and move it to Lot 3 of the Plot Plan where the current agricultural shed is located. So lot 3 on the Plot Plan would have a buildable right with it. Lot 2 would be agricultural ground and open space. He would like to sell lot 3 and keep lots 1 and 2 for himself and for agricultural production. 
    J. Ott asked for clarification of the previous identified lots and proposed Plot Plan; original lot 1 north edge of property is at the top of the page (J. Freitag interjected, in CSM 4254), that stays and the original Lot 2  is taken away and so the new Lot 2 is the whole area. T. Hasse states that the original Lot 2 goes from 20 acres to 85.2 acres. J. Ott continued, and lot 3; at which point T. Hasse clarified that Lot 3 will go from 138 acres down to 72.65 acres; and asked why. T. Hasse states that they are taking acreage away from the original CSM 4254 Lot 3 and adding it to the new Lot 2. Creating a new Lot 3 with the agricultural building and exchanging the building site from the original Lot 2 to new Lot 3. J. Ott asked how many building sites is he allowed? T. Hasse said he has two now and will have two after. The new Lot 2 will remain all open space and crop land, 85.2 acres. J. Ott asked is their intent to sell the new Lot 3 with a building site? D. Streiff asked right now original Lot 1 is being used for agricultural? R. Hallett stated that it is his intention that the culdesac between current Lots 1 and 2 will be eliminated, he understands that the culdesac is a private driveway and not public right of way. They have kept the same acreage for open space as CSM 4254 between new Lot 3 and new Lot 2. S. McCallum asked was there ever an easement taken out on the original Lots 1 and 2 for the culsdesac. T. Hasse said no. R. Hallett stated that he will leave the north ½ of the culdesac, as this is on the line of the lots, for access to the field and the rest will be put back into production. D. Streiff asked can the building site be anywhere on the new Lot 3. T. Hasse showed him on the second page where the building site is identified. R. Hallett stated it is where the current well and electricity are placed. R. Elkins asked is the current driveway there to town specs? There was discussion regarding statements made by the person erecting the building in regards to the driveway. R. Elkins said the records should show that. His point is until someone looks that up, he just wanted them to know if a house is built there it would need this. S. McCallum said she would look for the permit and let R. Hallett and T. Hasse know, plus the Plan Commission. J. Ott moved to adopt the presentation by T. Hasse in regards to approving the exchange of Lot 2 of CSM 4254, a buildable lot, with the newly created Lot 3 of the proposed CSM; as presented in the July 17 document, 2nd R. Elkins. Motion carried. R. Elkins moved to remove the building site from the original Lot 2 and newly assign to the new Lot 3 of the proposed CSM, 2nd D. Streiff. Motion carried. S. McCallum let Hasse and Hallett know this still needs to go to a public hearing prior to next board meeting.      

6.  Plan Administrator Update: S. McCallum handed out an informational article regarding WE Energies  purchasing a power company.
        
7.  Consider setting meeting dates for mailbox ordinance/policy review and Chapter 110 updates:
     D. Streiff stated the first meeting to begin review of Ordinance 110 is scheduled for August 4, 8:00am. J. Ott and R. Elkins have not determined a date yet. S. McCallum asked them to let her know when they do so she can create agendas and let the Town Patrolman know so he can attend. J. Freitag asked what the mailbox issue is? J. Ott spoke with the Post Office and the Patrolman and explained the situation including need for policy.  

9. Set Next Meeting Date and Agenda: Proposed August 28, tentative to agenda. J. Ott moved to adjourn at 7:12 pm, 2nd by D. Streiff. Motion carried.
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
