CALL TO ORDER:	H. Pulliam called the meeting to order at 7:11 p.m.

AGENDA:

1. Proof of Posting:  S. McCallum attested that the agenda was properly posted.

2. Discuss and consider February 11, 2015 minutes: 
      C. Narveson moved to approve the February 11, 2015 minutes, 2nd C. Reis. 
      Motion carried.  Welcome new Chair, Harry Pulliam.
     
3. Public Comments:  None.  C. Narveson spoke about the default choice if people did not return their choice, 64 gallon carts. He was concerned that residents did not receive the mailing or that it was delayed past the due date and that the Town Board should have made the default to be what the system is currently. 

4.   Discuss Spring Workshop:
        
        a. Speakers. H. Pulliam will contact a retired forestry professor for availability. D. Emmerton will speak to the presenter on bees at the Master Gardner’s class this weekend in Monroe, for availability. S. McCallum will contact the DNR for previous speaker’s replacement. It was decided to limit speakers to two and the overall time frame. 

        b. Date and Time. Wednesday April 22- Earth Day, 7 pm, Town Hall. “Bees and Trees”

        c. Notice to Residents. The decision was to send a press release and a flier ready to mail on April 8th; the flier will be forwarded to members for approval. It was decided to include the information on the Pool Scholarship program. The flier will indicate that the Tree Sales date will be announced at the workshop. S. McCallum will contact the school for advice on when they could get printed because spring break is the week of March 30 to April 3rd.   

        d. Any other decisions needing attention. It was decided to provide doughnut holes (plain cake); S. McCallum will bring in miniature spoons for honey service. H. Pulliam will contact vendors at the Monroe Farmer’s Market for honey and honey candy for refreshments, honey is about $14 for a quart. H. Pulliam will pick up both at the March 21, market. Drinks will be decaf coffee, water and lemonade. Enough for 25 people. 
  
5    Discuss and consider trail location and viewing with DNR representative:  The members reviewed the three days that the DNR representative proposed for the site visit along Spring Valley Creek to the Little Sugar River, east of Hwy 69. It was decided to look at the area later in March so that more members would be able to attend. S. McCallum will email the members with new dates and times for a decision. 

6.   Discuss and consider Tree Sales Program date and distribution process: The pre-order people will be notified by their contact information; it was discussed to hold the sales in early May on a Saturday. S. McCallum will contact the tree vendors for anticipated arrival date(s). D. Emmerton will contact the Girl Scouts and Weorpels Boy Scout leader for assistance. The commission reviewed the pre-order numbers and what they had ordered. It was decided to order an additional 20 White Pines, 10 Quaking Aspens and if needed cut back on our Burr Oak use and defer to sales. S. McCallum will let commissioners know if additional trees are possible. There was consensus that it is better to run out than have leftovers. 

7.   Discuss parks at new Town Hall: S. McCallum tried to contact new town resident, but the email wasn’t good. She will continue to try and contact and invite her to the next meeting. H. Pulliam suggested the group visit the site during the next meeting, to see the area available. D. Emmerton suggested researching the possibility of a cow on the corner area. Other thoughts were sustainable plantings, rain garden (C. Narveson said this would be good towards credits against the Storm Water charges), living roof w/goats and bird feeding. S. McCallum will research the village’s landscaping ordinance.  

8.   Discuss setting regular meeting date:  April 8, 7pm, discuss commission meeting day/dates, discuss continued work at BBRC and invite Steve Fabos and Adam Ingwell, fold fliers, field trip to the new Town Hall location, approve refreshment costs and speaker fees, discuss continued quarterly meetings with the village.

9.   Adjourn: C. Narveson moved to adjourn at 8:37pm, 2nd by D. Emmerton. Motion carried.
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
