CALL TO ORDER:	H. Pulliam called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

AGENDA:

1. Proof of Posting:  Chair Pulliam stated this has been made.

2. Discuss and consider June 17, 2015 minutes: 
      C. Narveson moved to approve the June 17, 2015 minutes, 2nd A. Elkins. Motion carried.  
     
3.  Public Comments:  None.  

4.  Discuss joint dog park with the Village of New Glarus:  C. Narveson passed out workshop information that was done by the Town Board which included scoring the answers. On page 9 there was a question about recreational opportunities in the Town. He wanted to point out that even though this was a small sampling of the residents the results mirror the responses from ten years ago when they did a Comprehensive Plan survey. These results show interest in a dog park has 1 pt. and there are 68 pts for nothing is needed. In addition, 37 pts. for wanting collaboration on facilities and 29 pts for trails and networks. He feels this information should be brought into a comprehensive agreement with the Village of New Glarus which would also contain the Library and other issues. H. Pulliam suggested taking a copy of this to the joint meeting tonight for discussion points. D. Emmerton asked so this means we can’t do a joint dog park. C. Narveson suggested waiting to see how many people from the town are at tonight’s public hearing because the Town Board members are not in favor of this type of activity. There was consensus not to commit to anything at tonight’s joint meeting. 

5.  Review and consider BBRC maintenance plan and large Box Elder trees at entrance bottom: 
H. Pulliam stated he has contacted Steve Fabos to discuss what has been done this year to use the prepaid monies from 2014; foliar spraying of new growth since last spray which used the remaining money. They had a general discussion regarding what is needed to continue with maintenance at the Park and he expressed to him the need for a plan. In your packet is his email to the Deputy Clerk regarding what needs to happen this fall and next spring. H. Pulliam will ask the Deputy Clerk to put these items into a flowchart or spreadsheet to keep track of the plans actions. He also had an email today from Fabos that included pricing as follows: tree/brush clearing on north side of the park this fall and winter of 2016 is $1,500, spring/summer 2016 do a burn then $300 for inter seeding native grasses and foliar spraying in the spring of 2016 for $650. H. Pulliam will also follow-up with Fabos for specifics on the work to be done for clarity regarding the tree and brush clearing.  D. Emmerton suggested a written consent from the land owner adjacent to the park for removal of the trees on lot line. C. Narveson asked the Deputy Clerk to create the consent form.  A. Elkins suggested finding out what species he is planning to seed and we could do a search for a better price. There was general discussion regarding park use and whether some of these activities could be performed by commission members. This discussion to be added to the August agenda. 

6.  Discussion/ recommendation regarding Community Park/Town Hall Sinking Fund as it relates to the new Town Hall building: C. Narveson informed the group about the difficulties with the new Town Hall and the new plans. He said due to the change in plans there is no longer funds available right now for landscaping. The Town Board is considering removing additional funds from the sinking funds to cover the plan changes and construction.  

7.  Discuss trail location (s): C. Narveson spoke briefly with J. Hoesly and D. Streiff about access easements on their property. They are not very interested. He suggested costing out the price of an easement; cost of ag land and cost of developable land then, our easement cost would be somewhere in between. A. Elkins asked how do we find out these values. C. Narveson suggested directing the Deputy Clerk to research these values. He is also inquiring of the Town Attorney if there are extensions available for the impact fees. H. Pulliam suggested buying a trail mower this year with the impact fees. The trail issue item will be added to the August agenda. C. Narveson moved to spend up to $2,000 from Impact Fees to purchase a pull behind mower for trails, 2nd by A. Elkins. Motion carried.
