


Joint Public Hearing Minutes
  July 15, 2015, Submitted by the Village of New Glarus

Opened public hearing on roll call vote, at 7:38 PM:

· C. Judd spoke in favor of pursuing a dog park.
· T. Gemmell suggested that a park will lead to better-behaved dogs in the community.
· S. Dow supports a dog park, believes it will lead to better-socialized pets.
· J. Betz shared that she picks up her dog’s droppings.
· D. Ziegler suggests that any grant applications be as specific as possible.  Suggests we think big on grant sourcing.  Also shared that FFA Alumni are concerned that Hoesly Pond may be turned into a dog park.
· L. Asmus shared that she believes a dog park would be great for the community.
· D. Ziegler suggested that we look into discussing with Jack’s Links their vacant land, located to the south of their facility and the east of Hoesly Pond.  Would they be willing to let us fence off a portion of it and use it as a dog park, until they are ready to use it?  Alternately, would they be willing to grant an easement to the Village-owned land to the south of their land, and to the east of the Brennan’s facility?
