CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward at 7:00 pm – Swiss Miss Center.  

Proof of Posting:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted.
Discussion/Motion:
R. Elkins moved to approve the Town Board minutes of 06/03/08 as amended; C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Discussion/Motion:
C. Narveson moved to approve 6/3/08 Board of Review minutes; J. Hoesly 2nd.  Motion Carried
Discussion/Motion:
C. Narveson moved to approve the 6/3/08 Old Madison Road informational meeting minutes; R. Hoesly 2nd.  Motion Carried.
Discussion/Motion:
C. Narveson moved to approve the 6/10/08 Ehlers Workshop minutes as amended; J. Hoesly 2nd.  Motion Carried.
Discussion/Motion:
Without objection the Arn Impact Fee discussion was moved up on the Agenda. R. Elkins moved to open discussion on the Arn Impact Fee Appeal. C. Narveson 2nd. Motion Carried.


Discussion/Motion:
Cheryl Arn explained that she felt that during the process of getting their building permit they were met with delays every step of the way. She felt that had the Village not been unsure of the ETZ process their building permit would have been issued before the ordinance was in effect. 

C. Narveson noted that he felt there should be a grandfather clause that would protect people who are already in the process of gathering information to execute their permit.


B. Elkins felt that this case was unique in nature and could qualify as an exception.

K. Seward asked C. Narveson if he felt he should recuse himself. C. Narveson asked Town Council to make a recommendation. C. Narveson explained that his interest in the Arn’s case is as a subcontractor. D. Hustad felt that the income involved in this case is minimal and he wouldn’t need to recuse himself. C. Narveson asked if anyone was uncomfortable with him voting on the issue. K. Seward was concerned with whether a financial conflict would taint a decision and therefore impact any future review or precedent. J. Hoesly asked that it was up to C. Narveson to recuse himself. D. Hustad Agreed. C. Narveson decided he did not wish to recuse himself.
Discussion/Motion:
B. Elkins moved to refund the Arn’s Impact Fee. J. Hoesly 2nd. D. Hustad suggested that the motion note the reason behind the refund.

K. Seward noted that Impact fees were discussed on approximately 10 land planning agendas. The Arn’s attended at least one of them. K. Seward stated that from a Town public notice standpoint, he felt that ample notice was given on both their issue and the ordinance meeting. 

C. Narveson noted that someone should have warned them that Impact Fees may apply to them. K. Seward noted that the process to get them through the ETZ process put them behind in getting their building permit. While the Town Clerk and Town Board makes their best effort to notify the public of policies and ordinances it is the responsibility of the constituent to become familiar with and meet all requirements.

· Purchased a weed Sprayer tank and has sprayed thistles and noxious weed.

· Tree removal report – D. Neilson reviewed 5 roads and counted 169 dead trees. There was one tree that is in our right away. Does the Town charge the resident if a tree from their property lands in the public right-of-way and has to be cleared off the road? Board instructed patrolman to work on the ones he has until a policy has been established.

C. Narveson moved to recess into Public Hearing regarding Tower and Wireless Communication Facility Ordinance, J. Hoesly 2nd.

Returned to Regular Town Board meeting at 7:55 p.m. 

Discussion:
K. Seward suggested minor clerical changes to the ordinance. On page 3 under 200-5 . . . “as prescribed in 200-5 C should be 200-6 page 5 D should read “200-6” and 200-7 should read “200-8” Fee schedule will also need to be amended to account for emergency service fees but will be addressed later in the meeting.


Discussion/Motion:

K. Seward moved to adopt changes to Ordinance 03-2008, B. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried. 

Discussion/Motion:

R. Elkins moved to adopt Ordinance 03-2008 as amended, creating Chapter 200 Establishing a Tower and Wireless Communication Facility Ordinance, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried. 

Discussion/Motion:
R. Elkins moved recess into Public Hearing regarding a Wind Generator Ordinance, J. Hoesly 2nd. Meeting recessed at 8:04.


No one was present to speak in favor or opposed to the ordinance. Rita Mahoney had a question regarding the setbacks specifically the distinction between home sized turbines and larger turbines. K. Seward noted that 10 kw should be plenty of power for a residence. D. Hustad noted that our ordinance was developed using Green Counties Ordinance and it could be amended if and when technology changes. Should this be 10 or less? Can Personal residence be waived similar to the noise provision?


Rich Cowan, town resident, noted that enforcement of noise violations are very difficult to police. K. Seward stated that if complaints are received the board could enlist the service of an engineer to study the source of the complaint which would be charged back to the owner. Mr. Cowan also questioned the 2 mile radius of notification. K. Seward explained that this clause was taken directly from the Towns Association and is based on commercial units.

C. Narveson moved to reconvene the Regular Town Board meeting, J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion carried. 8:45 p.m.

R. Elkins moved to adopt Ordinance 04-2008 as presented, creating Chapter 230 Establishing a Wind Generator Ordinance. J. Hoesly 2nd. Motion Carried.

C. Narveson moved to send the following 7 provisions back to the committee for serious consideration before 12/31/008, B. Elkins 2nd. The provision includes:

1. 2 mile notice

2. Notice for pws

3. Less than 10 kw turbines

4. Waive pw setback for personal residence

5. Enforce noise levels

6. Setback 2 vs. 1.1 

7. IWES setback of 2000 feet

· Actual to Budget:  Reports were printed and given to board members. K. Seward asked that the Finance Committee review the report for over/unders.

· K. Seward received documents from the State noting that we can proceed with the Pioneer Road project. Clerk will send to Vierbicher.

Introduction of Emergency Plan:
· Purchased First Aid Kits for Office and Trucks

· Schedule CPR & First Aid Class – 5 ½ hour training $70 per person. CPR Training good for 1 year (recertification is $25/person) First Aid Certification good for 3 years. 
· Looking at getting a grant for Automated Electronic Defibrillator 

· Looking into grants to reimburse expense

· Imagetek offers on-line document storage for a few hundred dollars a year; they will scan and convert our documents to PDF (for online viewing with a password) and word for our use.
Chairman’s Report:
· Town’s Position on Hwy NN Letter – K. Seward reported on correspondence the board sent to our residents and officials involved in the Hwy NN issue. We have also received correspondence implicating the board of possibly violating open meetings law.  

· The board addressed the health and safety issues that fall under the Towns authority and did not violate any open meetings laws prior to the NN Public Meeting.
· Keith reported that the consensus of those present was that the EMS needs to be better at their communication and accountability.
Human Resource Committee:
· K. Seward moved to approve the revised benefits description for holiday pay as amended. C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried. 
· K. Seward moved to approve the Employee Review Revisions as presented. R. Elkins 2nd. Motion carried.

Parks Commission Report:
Rita Mahoney presented the board with a recommendation to either have a bike 4’ bike path on both sides or an 8’ bike path on one side with a gap between the road and the path. Based on the road and resources available, Gary Blazek recommended 2’ on both sides. 
Rita noted that because of safety issues if the board is not able to proceed with either of their recommendations that the bike path should not be put in.

J. Hoesly agreed with the safety concern. The board will take the parks comments under advisement when making final decision.

Karen Talarczyk’s 2 year term on the New Glarus Fire District Board is up (2006-2008). The board unanimously recommended her reappointment to a 2 year term (2008-2010).
