Discussion/Motion:
J. Hoesly moved to approve the Regular Town Board minutes of 4/08/08 as amended; D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

D. Streiff moved to approve the Annual minutes of 4/08/08 as amended; R. Elkins 2nd.  Motion Carried.
Discussion:
Mike Fenley from Vierbicher presented an overview of building permits. To date we have gotten approximately $2,000 in building permit revenue. M. Fenley noted that he’s cleaning up inspections from building permits issued in 2007. Only 4 permits have been issued this year and only one is for a new home. In comparison, the Village has not had a new home in over a year; Town of York has had 4-5 new homes; and Town of Washington has had 2-3 new homes this year.

D. Streiff asked if someone who needed to repair a windmill was required to get a building permit. M. Fenley stated that there is currently nothing in our code to cover this type of repair. They would need to talk with Green County Zoning for a conditional use permit. If they were converting it to a wind generator, they would need a building permit from us.

C. Narveson moved to open discussion on Cty NN Road Closing Issue, D. Streiff 2nd. C. Narveson noted accidents along Hwy H that make it a dangerous option to route traffic through during the fall and winter. He would be more interested in a seasonal closing to avoid adding more traffic to Hwy H during peak accident time on Hwy H; B. Elkins liked the idea of having a trail along the sides of the road, trail crossing signs or tunnel, stop signs at both sides of trail crossing and a reduced speed limit of 15 mph; D. Streiff is all for supporting the park, liked the fencing idea along Cty NN and a 25 mph speed limit. J. Hoesly wondered how many people on a Sunday afternoon drove through the park on the way into New Glarus on the way to eat. These visitors may be using the road as access to spending and/or tourism in the Village. K. Seward did not feel comfortable making a decision at this time.

Parks Commission Report:

They also participated again this year in Arbor Day by donating $300 worth of trees to the Soccer field. Neither the clean-up nor the planting was not well attended due to the weather but the activity made the front page of the Monroe Times.

R. Mahoney noted that Lloyd Luchchow is no longer on the Village Parks Committee. He was replaced with Roger Truttman.
