Special Joint Meeting

K. Seward called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM

1. Proper Proof of Posting.  Seward attested to proper proof of posting.

2. George Hall gave a presentation on possible ways to achieve a Boundary Agreement between the Town and Village (refer to handouts).  He offered the Department of Administration’s assistance in reviewing drafts at regular intervals throughout the development process.  He referred to changes in the process required by the recent enactment of 2007 Wisconsin Act 43 (see attached).  Hall recommended both municipalities review their Comprehensive Plan for Intergovernmental Cooperation.
3. K. Seward outlined potential Town interests for a Boundary Agreement:
· Define interest for future possibilities
a. annexation along highway corridors north/south and east/west

b. non-annexation areas at all the rest of Town/Village border areas
· Village currently has an approximately 300 home site potentials 

· Town and Village could initiate a Commercial and Industrial Promotion Committee funded by both communities to promote tax base and job potential growth

· Complete joint storm water management planning

· Provide for authorization of sanitary districts (where applicable)

Nic Owen cited interests of Village to 

· Establish Recreation District.  Growth in the 1990s in the Town has put an unfair burden on Village Parks.  Non-resident fees have been charged for some park use but should be based on usage or population
· Library.  Parity in funding participation by Town and Village should be pursued.  Discussion was held on prior negotiations which included plan for a referendum but did not come to completion.  Both Owen and Seward expressed concern with using equalized value as proportion base.

· Discussion was held with public attendants regarding tennis court repairs issue.  Some urgency exists due to interest in completing resurfacing this spring.  Town and Village Parks Commissions to work out details and make a recommendation to respective boards.  The Community Interest group urged commitment by the Town and Village on at least the resurfacing issue.
4. No discussion was held on “other” potential shared issues.
5. Negotiating teams will meet March 10, 2008 at 7:00 PM at the Town Office.  Each group is to bring feedback from their respective boards.
