Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward moved to approve Town Board minutes of 11/06/07; D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.
Discussion/Motion:
Codification Adoption - 
· K. Seward read the Code Adoption, D. Streiff moved to adopt the code of ordinance. C. Narveson 2nd. Motion Carried unanimously.
Patrolman’s Report
· Dahlk Road review and discussion – D. Neilson noted that the construction crew had been out to Dahlk Road and repaired the alligatored sections of the road. Pictures were provided that showed the pavement is as thin as 1 ½”. There are also a couple spots where the base does not appear to meet requirements of our code. 

Gene reported that his contractor was given the Town’s specifications prior to doing the work. 

C. Narveson noted that Gene has complied with all of our requests. The thin spots of the road were not discovered until the alligatored section was pulled up. 

K. Seward noted that he did not feel it made sense to tear up Dahlk Road and start over but there was a certain risk factor involved. Should the Town take the risk, should the risk be on the property owner or should it be a shared risk?  

C. Narveson moved that we provide the Town Engineer a copy of the pictures of the road for recommendation. D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

Parks Commission Report 

· Rita noted that the parks commission has been unable to get an audience with the Village regarding a Recreation District/Pool House Discussion. There has been no formal input from the Village since January. At that meeting they had discussed working on joint projects including working on a skating rink at Hosely’s Pond (FFA and FFA Foundation are now working on this project). 

· Rita did report that she attended the Village Parks increasing from $20,000 per year to $50,000 per year to fund their pool house. They are up to $80,000 in their sinking fund. The board commented that they did not wish to compromise the design.


· Rita also reported that she attended a Village meeting where removing the tennis courts was discussed. Lynn Peron, a Town resident was able to find a contractor to repair the courts for $12,000. The Village had reported earlier that the cost to remove the courts would be $10,000 which the Village has now taken out of their budget and stated that if the courts are to be repaired the Village would not pay for it. Lynn would like to know if the Town would be able to pay a portion of the tennis courts out of the parks community sinking fund.


· There is a Federal program called safe routes to school. The parks commission brought this to the attention of the school district last year. They have expressed interest in this project. Rita noted that the Town is planning to do some work on Old Madison Road and the Village has plans to do work on 2nd street and it may be an optimum time to implement this program in those areas. 

K. Seward asked Rita to get in touch with the chair of the committee heading up the program.
Library Presentation – Denise Anton Wright and Brian Remer
· Denise presented the Town Board with library circulation statistics. The library plans to come before the board a couple times per year to update the Town with these usage figures. 

· Brian Remer reported that they had an offer in on a piece of property that did not meet FEMA requirements. The Library’s engineer did not feel the Library should take the risk. There is a property South of Hwy H that the Village is looking at for a joint garage with the Town (of which the Town was not aware) the Library may be able to make use of the site as well.  

· Rita commended the Library on their book availability including new releases, for waiving the overdue item for senior citizens, that they have a magazine exchange and that the linkcat system is a wonderful resource.

· Denise reported that they have ordered their shelving and it should be available in January or February.
Impact Fees Committee Report

· G. Thomson reported that they have had two meetings. They will meet again on the 13th.  Dave Polisch from Vierbicher will be presenting them with baseline information on garage needs, office space, salt storage, roads, etc. The group will have a formal report available in January.

· Impact fees must be used within 7 years of the project and may be collected for the expected life of the building.
