Discussion/Motion:
C. Narveson moved to approve Special Town Board/Village minutes of 09/26/07; D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried. 

D. Streiff moved to approve Special Town Board minutes of 10/18/07 as amended; Chris Narveson 2nd.  Motion Carried.

K. Seward moved to approve Special Town Board minutes of 10/31/07 as amended; D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Discussion – Budget Item Adjustments:
· Kevin Krysinski presented the proposed 2008 budget and explained that the State levy limit had been increased by either 3.86% of last year’s levy or percentage of net new construction. We had used last year’s levy worksheet and rules and made an assumption of 2.8% in net new construction. Our transportation aid also changed.


· Transportation aid $80,392 rather than $78,049


· Ehler’s Project was under estimated by approximately $8,000. K. Seward proposed increasing the “Other Consultants” to $16,000.


· Add Green County Tax Collection Contract at $1,000

· Won’t need treasurer’s bond insurance in 2008. The renewal notice was for $675, N. Duerst suggested knocking off $500. Highway insurance would then be $9,000 not $10,500.


· Pioneer Road estimate was off slightly. The revised amount is $135,000 rather than our estimated $115,000.
· D. Streiff suggested adding $1,000 to the Clerk’s salary to compensate for additional Clerk/Treasurer duties. D. Streiff asked that the clerk’s salary be increased to $25,000.
· Applied Surplus $8,251 (coming out of fund balance).

Brian Remer moved to approve the 2007/8 Town Tax levy of $543,173 with Nita Duerst 2nd.  No further discussion. Vote: 7 for 0 opposed.  Motion carried.

· November checks 14107–14118 D. Streiff moved to approve the payments, C. Narveson, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.  All sequential and no voids.


· Treasurer presented the Chair with our repurchase agreement for 2008. Without objection the Chair and Treasurer will enter into the agreement.

· Trash Bill Preparation - Nita submitted the trash bill information to be submitted with the Statement of taxes.  K. Seward moved to charge $126 per home for special assessments. C. Narveson 2nd. Nita calculated 410 homes @ 10.50 per home per month for $126 or $51,660 trash pickup revenue.

· Adjustments to the 2007 Budget - Without objection adjustments will be made at November’s meeting.

· Treasurer presented the board with Green County’s Tax Collection contract. D. Streiff moved to authorize Chair to enter into the contract. D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

· Letter from Rick Stadelman regarding the 2007 and 2008 Levy Limits. The memo stated that the levy limit in 2007 (this year’s taxes collected in 2008) will be the greater of 3.86% or percentage of net new construction. The levy limit in 2008 (for taxes collected in 2009) will be the greater of 2.0% or percentage of net new construction.
