D. Streiff moved to approve Town Board Minutes of 09/04/07; C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion Carried. 
C. Narveson moved to approve Special Town Board minutes of 09/20/07; D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Clerk noted that the Special Town Board/Village minutes of 09/26/07 were not available and requested to present them at the November meeting; without objection the minutes will be presented at the November meeting.

D. Streiff moved to approve Special Town Board/Village minutes of 10/15/07 as amended; C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion Carried.

Discussion/Treasurer’s Report

Approval and Payment of Bills:

Treasurer noted that check #14045 was an August payroll check for D. Nielson in the amount of $749.86 C. Narveson moved to approve this payment, D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried. Check number 14051 is an October check for P. Salter’s Clerk Certification.
 
· October checks 14051 (noted above), C. Narveson moved to approve check as presented, D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried. D. Streiff moved to approve checks 14055-14098; C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion carried. Treasurer noted that there were no voided checks in the series presented. 
· Budget to Date Comparison – Treasurer provided board with a year to date comparison.

· Correspondence
· Census materials have started coming for the 2010 census. Sherry Hawkins, Green County Treasurer will be helping to provide updated information to municipalities within Green County. Grant monies are based on population and if the information that the census provides is incorrect the funding could be lower. The Clerk recommended participation. Must be submitted by October 31, 2007. Without objection.
· State Election Board has added required Core Curriculum training for all Clerks. Training must be completed by February 9, 2008. Pattie has completed her training and Deputy Wright is scheduled to attend the training on October 30, 2007.
· IS200 NIMS Training the October 6th training was cancelled Nov. 3 is still available, but board members need to let the clerk know if they plan to attend or take the course on-line. C. Narveson prefers to take the course on-line. Clerk will sign up D. Streiff and K. Seward for Nov. 3.
· Next month, after the Budget Hearing, we will need to make a decision on the EMS Contract, The Assessors contract of $10,000 (which is $500 less than 2007).

· There is a Department of Workforce Development are offering a labor law clinic on November 14th at the Holiday Inn Express in Janesville. Anyone interested should let the Clerk know. The registration can be up to day of event.
Al Lienhardt Land Division Hearing

· 7:47 D. Streiff moved to recess into Public Hearing for (John) Al Lienhardt land division request; C. Narveson 2nd. Motion Carried.

· Splitting up roughly 52 acres using the clustering method. The plan has already been before the Land Planning Commission. Mr. Lienhardt plans to cluster the property into 3 lots of 2 acres and sell one lot at this time. Mr. Lienhardt noted that he has acquired a permit from Dick Marty for driveway use that will be access for lot 3.  Mr. Marty also gave Mr. Lienhardt permission for another driveway access which Mr. Lienhardt had chosen to not exercise at this time because it would require that a driveway be built within one year.  Fire Chief Dave Anderson has reviewed the potential driveway to lot 3 and is satisfied that it meets safety requirements. Mr. Lienhardt plans to retain the remaining land for personal use and deed-restrict the necessary open space. 

(John) Al Lienhardt will have an affidavit composed that identifies open space requirements in CSM #998 less the parcels in the new CSM identifying lots 1, 2 and 3 of the cluster development. The County has approved the driveway location for lot number 3.

· K. Seward moved to approve the Subdivision request with the following conditions:

1. The board has requested that Fire Chief Dave Anderson provide a letter verifying that the driveway meets safety requirements.


2. K. Seward noted that if the slope of future driveways requires it, the construction may required Town Engineer review before approval.


3. Utilities must be located underground. This should be addressed.


4. The Subdivision request will need to go before the ETZ plat review
 

5. Fence Codes apply to each of these lots. 


6. Upon execution of Joint driveway a joint driveway agreement must be filed with both the Town of New Glarus and the Green County Register of Deeds.

Public Comments: 
· Rita Mahoney presented a suggestion to the Town Board to appoint a task force to implement a 5-10 year financial plan to study the effects of declining income from the housing market. Report attached.

Chairman’s Report

· K. Seward introduced a letter from the Village asking if the Town has an interest in forming a Joint Town/Village Library. They have requested a formal response from the Town. N. Duerst reported that the Town paid $39,000 into the County through assessed valuation. The County distributed approximately $49,000 to the library based on usage. The Library also gets a total of around $79,000 with the balance coming from other Green County communities that use the library.  

One component to consider is that the County Library Board can still deny a request from the Town’s Board to break away from the County payment.

C. Narveson noted that he would need more time to study the impact of this action. Without object K. Seward will respond to the Village’s letter.

· Budget Review for November 6th Public Hearing – K. Seward noted that the budgeted Employee costs equate to approximately 25% of our levy.  K. Seward moved to publish this budget notice with the exception of removing $125,000 Fire equipment capital outlay, C. Narveson 2nd.  Motion carried.

· Resolution in opposition to the passage of H.R. 811 C. Narveson moved to approve the resolution, D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried.

· Review Codification Changes for November 6th Adoption – Without objection the notice will be published once more and scheduled for adoption at the December meeting.
Patrolman’s Report:


· K. Seward asked D. Nielson to pull together specifications for the new Dump Truck.

· K. Seward noted that the Old Madison study was submitted to Green County. Green County needs to know if we want to submit the request as a TRIP GRANT OR TRIP-D project. We were turned down on the TRIP Grant last time because we submitted under both grants. K. Seward recommended that we submit Old Madison Road for TRIP-D and Pioneer for the TRIP Grant. Without objection.


· Old Madison Road Safety Issue – D. Nielson reported that he moved the stop sign out and trimmed trees for better sight lines. C. Narveson reported that we received positive response to Dennis’ quick response. The residents would like to see another stop sign put up. Other residents have expressed concern that if we repair Old Madison Road speed along the road will increase. Without objection C. Narveson will contact residents and ask for a written request to do a speed study.

· Damage to Gmur Lane. D. Nielson reported that he talked with the resident and she stated that her husband could fix it. Without objection patrolman will fix the damaged area and bill the resident.

· D. Nielson provided the board with quotes to add gutters to the Town Garage and a quote for tires.
