Special Town Board Minutes

Thursday, September 20, 2007
7:00 A.M.

Town Board Attendance:  Keith Seward, Dean Streiff and Chris Narveson

Others in Attendance:  Dale Hustad, Sherry Wilde, Ron Guthrie, Mead and Hunt, Larry Disch and Ben Schwoerer
Chairman called the meeting was called to order at 7:00 AM
1. Proper Posting – Clerk attested that to the best of her knowledge proper posting had been met.

2. Discuss Letter of Credit for Durst Road Work with Possible Action – K. Seward explained that S. Wilde had agreed to issue a letter of credit in the amount of $89,522.40 – The village was aware of the meeting. Meetings have taken place with the two land owners, B. Schwoerer and Larry Disch.

S. Wilde explained that work on her project will begin within the next week or two and will include grading, rock exploration clearing and tree removal. The majority of the work will begin in the spring of 2008. They have a signed letter of credit in the amount of 1.6 million from Amcore Bank. 

K. Seward noted that there was nothing in the developer’s agreement that would cover the $89,000+ in costs of Durst Road. He suggested that the Town be incorporated in the 1.6 Million of letter of credit should. Ms. Wilde agreed that she could include a phrase in the developer’s agreement that $90,000 (which includes the sub-base, grading and pavement of Durst Road) of the 1.6 million of the letter of credit would be earmarked to protect the Town. 

K. Seward suggested that similar wording should be included in the Intergovernmental agreement. 
D. Streiff is comfortable with the approach, C. Narveson is comfortable as long is it is acceptable with the Town Attorney. Town Attorney was in agreement.
3. Dale Hustad distributed copies of the Durst Road Easement for B. Schwoerer and L. Disch. K. Seward noted that one of the key issues that Ms. Wilde and the board had discussed was the recapture rights. The existing homes along Durst road will have stubs and there will be no recapture for those residents. Ms. Wilde noted that recapture is mandatory and agreed that the stubs and mains would be provided. The Village would still need to authorize connection. 

B. Schwoerer wanted to know if where the stub would go. Latterals would be added 10’ feet past the property line which would put it past the waterway.

D. Hustad noted that S. Wilde noted that #7 of the last line should read “to the Developer” not from. Attorney Hustad will make the correction. The Village may wish to resurvey the utility lines to accommodate work on private property.  

L. Disch noted he was comfortable with the easement agreement, B. Schwoerer also noted that he was comfortable with the agreement. 

K. Seward asked that lines be shown on the developers plan to show access roads. The purpose would be to show 66’ easement for access roads with the manholes to be centered on the access road. 

K. Seward asked the Board if they were prepared to sign off on the agreement. C. Narveson motioned to authorize K. Seward to sign the easement agreement, D. Streiff 2nd. D. Hustad asked if the Board wanted to condition the approval based on review of the final drawing. C. Narveson revised his motion to be subject to the signatures of the easement grantors and the typographical error, D. Streiff 2nd. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
