Discussion/Motion:
C. Narveson moved to Recess into Public Hearing to consider proposed - ROAD OPENING AND RIGHT OF WAY OPENING ORDINANCE D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried
K. Seward explained the ordinance provides a permitting and fee collection process.  C. Narveson went on to state that the ordinance also addresses safety issues created when someone digs up Town Roads and Right of Ways. It gives the Town the ability to make sure that roads are returned to safe standards after it was opened.  
P. Schiro asked whether the ordinance applied to driveway access. K. Seward stated that for new driveways a form would need to be filled out to let the Town know what the person was doing.  The person would be charged the driveway fee, but would not be assessed the road opening fees. If a driveway is changed a fee would be charged. 
D. Streiff moved to close the public hearing, C. Narveson 2nd. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
C. Narveson moved to approve the ordinance as published, D. Streiff 2nd.  C. Narveson would like a notice sent out to area engineers that the Town passed this ordinance.  C. Narveson will put together the list for the clerk.  Motion carried 3 for 0 against. Clerk will publish the adopted ordinance.
Discussion/Motion:
· Approve Regular Town Board (02/06/07) minutes.  D. Streiff moved to approve, as submitted; C. Narveson 2nd the motion.  Motion passed without objection.


· Approve Special Town Board Meeting (2/16/07) minutes C. Narveson moved to approve the minutes, as presented;  D. Streiff 2nd the motion.  Motion passed without objection.
Discussion/ Treasurer’s Report
Approval and Payment of Bills: 

· Nita Duerst explained that missing check #13687 was a January 19, 2007 payroll check for Todd Duerst in the amount $574.87 and she had mistakenly taken the check stub that should have remained with the accounting records.  Motion to approve check #13687 made by C. Narveson, D. Streiff 2nd, motion approved.  

· February checks.  Motion to approve 13733-13753 made by C. Narveson, D. Streiff 2nd, motion carried.
· March checks 13754-13797.  C. Narveson moved to approve the payments.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

· Budget to Date Comparison.  N. Duerst would like to defer till next month to make certain that payables are in the correct payment year.  K. Seward asked that Nita run the budget comparison a week in advance of the meeting using the last months approved checks as the cutoff. Nita thought that would be acceptable.

· Pattie reported that the repurchase account would be closed within the next day or two.
· Nita noted that she was still tracking down an NSF tax check. K. Seward wanted to know if we cannot collect it what happens. The County will try to collect or add it as a special tax on their next tax bill.
Discussion/Clerk’s Report:


· Driveway Refund Requests

· Correspondence
· The Clerk presented a request from the Girl Scouts asking the board to proclaim the week of March 11-17 as Girl Scout Week.  No action taken.


· WE Energies contacted the Town to report a gas meter replacement and safety check at the garage. We need to call them to schedule the replacement. 


· Dale sent us a copy of the letter Johnson Block requested for our audit. This is a standard letter that goes out each year asking if there is any pending litigation within the Town.


· Pattie reported that it was time to make reservations for the Clerks Institute in Green Bay as well as the WMCA Conference in Eau Claire. The dates for The Clerk’s Institute are July 8th-13th. The WMCA Conference is set for August 15th -17th.  D. Streiff moved to approve the conference C. Narveson 2nd.  K. Seward asked for a report on cost.  Motion carried.


· Reminder that State Government Day is tomorrow, March 14. Currently both Keith and Dean are signed up for it.


· The next WTA District Meeting is in Mineral Point on March 30th. Keith and Dean already went in Madison.


· Town Officials Workshops are scheduled in Madison on April 30th.  Board members will let Pattie know if anyone plans to attend. Add to April agenda.

· A new contract for Vierbicher Associates was distributed. Mike would like the Town to review the contract and he will address it at a later date.


· Introduction of revised Recycling Resolution
· A letter from the DNR was submitted. They require a new resolution from the Town board that reflects the current WI Stats 287.23 and Chapters NR 542, 544 and 549. The changes have to do with recycling grants to responsible unit grants and Recycling Efficiency Incentive grants. We will need to publish the notice in the paper twice and act on the resolution at the April meeting.


· C. Narveson moved to set the Annual Meeting date for April 10. D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

· Pattie requested 1 week of vacation at the end of May or Early June to help her daughter care for her new baby.  Without objection.
Parks Commission Report on Old Town Hall

· C. Narveson reported that the Parks Commission found that the old town hall does not meet the parks vision and has declined the purchase offer.


Planning Commission Report
· K. Seward reported that the next meeting will be this coming Thursday.

· The planning commission is working on getting procedures established for land division and record keeping.  Other items include developer consults.

· K. Seward also reported that we need to be holding public hearings for splits and require us to notify neighbors.
Impact Fees Committee Report
· Meeting Friday and hopes that recommendations will be forthcoming. K. Seward will be attending training at MSA.


PDR/TDR Committee Report
· Nothing new to report. Kim Bright has been working on the school referendum.
Public Comments
· Paul Schiro was interested in knowing what was happening on Gmur Lane.

Chairman’s Report
Discussion/Motion:
· Reported on Village minutes 3/6/07 – Keith noted that the minutes reflected that the Village had a closed session and decided to fill in from tape.
· K. Seward prepared a letter to notify the Village of our Pool Sinking Fund.  Without objection the board approved sending the letter after minor grammatical corrections. The Parks commission will receive a copy of the letter.
· A pros and cons article regarding the Town’s Referendum was published. K. Seward had gotten feedback from Carol Homes and John Marty on the content.
· Insurance Coverage
· Advantage Plus was an additional premium of $115/yr. to cover replacement of valuable papers and documents, accounts receivable, dishonest employees, and ordinance liabilities. No action at this time, but add it to future budget discussion.
· Public Official Coverage – D. Hustad recommends that the coverage be increased to 3 million. C. Narveson moved to increase the Public Official Liability coverage this year and review the coverage at the budget planning time.  D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.
· Non-eligible Employee Benefits, K. Seward reported that when Todd left and came back retirement and Get from tape.
· History shows that sick leave policy has been paid out, but no official minutes have been found to substantiate the policy although Duane Sherven remembered something about 3 days. Clerk asked the board to consider using an annual calendar use when setting the policy.
Patrolman’s Report
· Dennis Nielson reported on:

· Dennis needs to replace the tires on the dodge.

· Lighting and outlets needed for the garage. Board instructed Dennis to get a couple quotes and report back.

· Dennis is working on a tool inventory 

· Garage drainage problem – talk with the lumber yard and roof leak 
· Would like to purchase high water signs.  There is money in the budget.
· Spring road review date set for April 21st.  Meet at the garage at 8 a.m.
· When should he begin posting the weight limit signs? Without objection Dennis should begin posting tomorrow.
· Larry George in Windmill Ridge would like to pour concrete tomorrow. The board felt that the roads are too soft to support the truck.
