Special Parks Commission Minutes
Wednesday, March 27, 2007
6:30 P.M.
 
Attendance: Karen Talarczyk, Chris Narveson, Rita Mahoney, Carol Holmes, Jeff Klossner (6:36 pm) and John Wright, Deputy Clerk.  Not in Attendance: Pete Shaffer.  Also attending:  Keith Seward and Dean Streiff.
 
Meeting called to order by Rita Mahoney at 6:35 PM.
1.    Proof of proper posting was duly noted by the Chair and Deputy Clerk.
 

2. Consideration of Arbor Day Participation with the Village of New Glarus.  C. Holmes noted that R. Mahoney has provided the group an aerial map of the soccer field with her visualization of approximate location of plantings.  R. Mahoney also provided a list of Paul Jennrich’s suggested species, including a description listing advantages, disadvantages, and height range.  C. Holmes stated that P. Jennrich was recommending bare root saplings, which transplant well.  Holmes stated that Jennrich suggested placing the trees in a line along Elmer Road.  In future years he envisions some trees along the Little Sugar River in anticipation of the proposed River Walk.  Holmes went on to say that Jennrich had noted that the Village has an Arbor Day Fund that they may be able to use to match contributions made by the Town and by other individuals or groups.

A Commission member has personally contributed an anonymous $100 donation that the member hopes will be matched by the Village.   It is hoped that this anonymous donation will inspire others in the community to do the same.  Jennrich’s suggestion to the Parks Commission was to plant a row of eight trees costing approximately $50 each.  C. Holmes made a motion to allocate between $150 and $250 for trees based upon further discussion between an appointed Parks sub-committee and P. Jennrich.  C. Narveson moved to amend the motion to approve $400 to cover the cost of all eight trees.  The amendment was then opened to discussion.  R. Mahoney expressed that $400 would cut into the remaining 2007 budget for the Parks Commission.  After brief discussion it was agreed that the Parks Commission would contribute annually to this effort and therefore would not fund the entire project.  C. Narveson withdrew his amendment.  R. Mahoney asked if the source of the money from the 2007 budget should be identified.  After brief discussion it was decided that there was not a need to do so.  K. Talarczyk seconded C. Holmes’ original motion to allocate $150 to $250 to purchase trees for the Village’s soccer field for an Arbor Day planting.  The motion passed without objection.

J. Klossner agreed to represent Parks and will contact P. Jennrich pending the outcome of the Town Board’s decision.  C. Holmes stated that P. Jennrich was hoping to have the funds available to order early next week.  
3. Public Comments.  K. Seward stated contingent upon the Town Board’s decision that after Parks consults with P. Jennrich, J. Klossner will need to contact the Clerk, Pattie Salter.  He will need to provide the Town Clerk with the amount for the check, the payee and their address.  K. Seward stated that contingent upon the action taken by the Town Board, he would be willing to draft a letter to the Post Messenger about this project.  It was suggested that the article include that this will be an annual event and that contributors could include a memorial plaque, brick or bench.
4. Motion to adjourn: C. Narveson moved to adjourn and K. Talarczyk seconded at 6:55 PM.  Motion carried.
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
