Special Parks Commission Minutes

Monday, February 12, 16 2007
7:45 A.M.
Attendance:  Commission members: Jeff Klossner, Karen Talarczyk, Rita Mahoney, Chris Narveson and John Wright, Deputy Town Clerk.  Also attending:  Keith Seward, Kim Tschudy, and Jim McGuire.
Meeting called to order by J. Klossner at 7:50 AM.
1. Proof of proper posting was duly noted.
2. The group departed from the Town Office, 1101 Hwy 69, to the Old Town Hall at 7:55 AM.
3. The group arrived at the Old Town Hall at 8:00 AM, located at 206 2nd Avenue in New Glarus.
4. Parks Commission members toured the New Glarus Town Hall that has been restored by the New Glarus Town Hall Preservation Society.  Members were able to view the improvements to the interior including an upgrade to the electrical service to 100 amps, and the remodeled downstairs bathroom.  The bathroom has been updated to meet the ADA code.  These furnaces are both set up for air conditioning and service both floors and the basement.  The bead-board ceiling has been primed white and the wood plank flooring has been painted with gray epoxy deck paint.  The floor boards are cupped, a warp along its width.  The walls have a short wainscoting comprised of bead board and chair rail.  The walls above are covered with what appear to be 1 X 6 boards nailed to the studs in horizontal rows (it did not appear to be interlocking car-siding).  The walls, chair rail and wainscoting are painted with a mint-green paint that is peeling in some areas.  The interior had not been repainted pending occupancy: the two high efficiency furnaces would cause the paint to peel if it is used on an intermittent basis.
The old sash windows had been removed and the glazing re-bedded with new putty.  The walls and attic space have not been insulated.  The roof had a complete tear-off and new plywood sheeting and 25 year shingles replaced the old wood shingles.  The members also toured the upstairs space that was accessible by way of a narrow staircase with a single landing.  The upper space was in considerably rawer shape than the downstairs: the walls are unprimed and unpainted, the ceiling has an old coat of varnish, and the floors are raw wood planking without varnish or paint to protect the surface.  One member noted that the chimney as viewed in the attic space from the second floor was staggered from a vertical plumb, although it had been tuck pointed recently.
Work is continuing on an ADA compatible exit and ramp which would serve the rear of the building. This work is expected to be finished in the spring.

The New Glarus Town Hall Preservation Society is giving the Town of New Glarus right of first refusal on repurchasing the renovated space.  They are offering the space for approximately $25,000.  The Town Hall has been declared eligible for entry into the National Register of Historic Places as well as the state register, which the Preservation Society would like to be finalized after the sale of the property.
5. Motion to adjourn: K. Talarczyk motioned to adjourn and R, Mahoney seconded at 9:00 AM.  Motion carried.
