Special Planning Commission Minutes

Thursday, February 22, 2007
5:30 P.M.
Attendance:  Keith Seward, Bob Elkins, Dean Streiff, John Ott, Reg Reis, Gof Thomson, and John Wright, Deputy Clerk.  Absent: Duane Sherven and John Freitag.  Also in attendance:  Jim Hoesly.
K. Seward called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.

1. Review Proper Posting—confirmed by Chair and Deputy Clerk.
2. Jim and Jody Hoesly Land Division Preliminary Consultation.  Keith Seward informed the members of the Commission who were present of the Hoesly’s desire to subdivide tax parcel # 23 024 0074.0000.  The parcel is listed in the 2006 tax Assessment Roll book as 45.61 Acres in size.  It has an inset within the property owned by the Town of New Glarus, #23 024 0074.1000 that contains a bridge on Old Madison Road and its abutments.  This property is contiguous with #23 024 0070.0000 (119.0 A), #23 024 0106 (80.0 A), and #23 024 0097.0000 (8.60 A) that were owned by Jim’s father Robert until two years ago and are now owned by Jim.  The total acreage for all the parcels above is 253.21 acres.  That acreage divided by 35 would give Jim 7 possible splits.  Directly to the south of #23 024 0106.0000 are lots #23 024 0108.0000 (55.310 A) and #23 024 0107.2000 (1.410 A) that were owned by Jim and Jodi Hoesly prior to the October 13, 1997 Town Ordinance that regulates the number of possible splits to properties with available building sites.  The total acreage for these two parcels is 56.720.
Jim confirmed that he purchased the home farm from his father 3 years ago.  Jim is proposing to take a single split.  He referred to a plan he provided.  He would like to purchase approximately one-quarter to one-third of an acre from his neighbor Hans Linzlinger in order to share his driveway access to Old Madison Road.  The proposed drive would be between the fence to the west of Linzlinger’s driveway and to the east of Hoesley’s fence on his eastern property line.  The wedge of property is approximately 50 feet wide by 200 feet long and the northern edge would be bounded by Old Madison Road.  The west side of Linzlinger’s drive would represent the new property line.  This neighbor to neighbor property exchange would require a Certified Survey Map according to Seward because Green County requires that be done for any property less than 35 acres.  As long as no new split is created, J. Hoesly will not need to come before the Commission other than to have them sign his completed CSM.  Hoesly asked if he would also need a separate survey for the 2 acre building site to which Seward agreed. Seward asked the members present if the neighbor exchange could also be contained within the 2 acre parcel.  They agreed that he could take care of both issues with a single CSM.  Hoesly expects that the 2 acre building site will take up most of the wooded area. His preference is to declare the larger piece of property in his CSM rather than the minimum of 2 acres.  He understands that even this small split will remove 35 acres from his total acreage which affects his future number of possible splits available.
The Land Planning Committee agreed, without objection, that J. Hoesly’s next step is to create a CSM and then bring it back before the Planning Commission.  He will also need to create a shared driveway agreement with Hans Linzlinger.  Once the Land Planning Commission makes a ruling the issue then goes before the Town Board for their inputs and a possible public hearing.  This proposed building site is outside the Extraterritorial Zoning Area, but he would be subject to Plat Review in the Village.  Seward stated that the next scheduled meeting of the Land Planning Commission is March 15, 2007.
3. Move to adjourn by B. Elkins, motion seconded by J. Ott.  Meeting adjourned without objection at 5:55 PM.
