Darrel Weber Discussion

· Darrel Weber and Howard Weber are co-owners of roughly 1 acre of property located along hwy 39, approximately 1 mile outside the Village. A developer would like to move the access of their driveway and create a new driveway on the north side. In addition in order for the developer to proceed with their plans, the developer would have to move property lines and trade like property to accommodate the proposed road.  

· C. Narveson stated that if the Village would come to an agreement that if they annex the small wedge from the Town and then annex the flip side back to the Town.  This agreement would negate the condemnation that the Village has discussed regarding this parcel.

They have had a couple offers to purchase the building, but they would like to see it stay with the Town of New Glarus.  They would entertain having the Town purchase it over a 5-year period.

· Carol Ruef and Marshall Day are residents along Durst Road and they wanted to know if anything was being done for preserving mature trees. K. Seward noted that the Town has presented a draft Intergovernmental agreement to the Village.  There was no feedback at this time.

Chairman’s Report

· John Freitag Property Sale and Deed Restriction Issue – K. Seward stated that he declined to sign the Driveway Access that Green County requested. D. Sherven is concerned that his land will be deed restricted as open land. He would like to have the opportunity to put some type of Ag building in the future. K. Seward read the applicable open space definitions and Ag uses would be allowed on open space.  In Dale’s opinion, you could put up an Ag building but not commercial, residential, or industrial. Duane will share a copy of their deed with the Town for the record. Without objection, D. Hustad will write a memo to Duane Sherven, John Freitag and the Town defining the open space clause as it relates to Agricultural uses and structures.
· Calkin’s Engineering – Valle Telle Driveway Question.  Jane and Gary Ott were present. K. Seward explained the proposed driveway request with the Otts.  Without objection, K. Seward will write a letter to Calkin’s Engineering stating that the Town will not sign the form without feedback from the Otts indicating that they have been consulted on the issue.
· Parks Commission Appointments – C. Narveson has agreed to sit on the Parks Commission to fill Tawni Stenberg’s position. K. Seward moved to appoint C. Narveson, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
· Road Opening Ordinance-Discussion and Review. Without objection Clerk will put together the notices for publication of the Road Ordinance so that March 13th meeting would be the Public Hearing to review the ordinance.
· Speed Limit Study – K. Seward explained that we have had several requests for speed reduction studies done throughout the Town. Does the Board want to consider doing a study on all the cul-de-sac, gravel roads and roads such as Spring Valley, Windmill Ridge, etc. and put together a recommendation to lower speed limit in these areas. Pam Dunphy, Assistant Commissioner of the Dane County Department of Public Works, Highway and Transportation at (608)266-403 was mentioned as a recommended resource for finding out more information.  No Town action is required at this time.  
· Report on Impact Fees Committee – K. Seward reported that the impact fees and PDR/TDR group will be going to the Town of Dunn tomorrow to study their process.
Patrolman’s Report

· Cutting and chopping wood has been completed.
· Town Garage-4 electrical boxes and outlets need to be relocated.  Jack Heller quoted $100 to do the work.

· Ben asked if weight limit signs should be posted as there is no frost in the ground. The decision was to proceed to post the roads.

· Chair asked Patrolman for space needs for garage facility.
· New Patrolman Report – An offer has been made to find a replacement for Todd Duerst.
