Minutes

Call to Order: Chairman Wayne Duerst called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. 

Village of New Glarus Representatives present – Roy Kempfer and Wayne Duerst.  Steve Wisdom joined the meeting at 7:20 p.m. Town of New Glarus Representatives present – John Ott and Karen Talarczyk. Bob Elkins joined the meeting at 7:06 p.m.  Chris Narveson joined the meeting at 7:11 p.m. Dean Streiff and Keith Seward joined the meeting at 7:14 p.m.  Others: Tom Boelter, Chris Newberry, Darrel Weber, Village Administrator Nic Owen and Village Deputy Clerk Barb Roesslein.  

Approval of September 27, 2006 Minutes:  Motion by John Ott to approve the minutes for the 9/27/06 meeting, 2nd by Roy Kempfer.   Motion carried.

Review of Detailed Draft Zoning Ordinance Text:  The Committee reviewed Mark Roffers’ email dated 10/25/06 (attached to these minutes), which contained possible revisions to the draft Zoning Ordinance text.  §305-120 Keeping of Farm Animals was discussed at length with the consensus that the text still isn’t to their satisfaction, but they will maintain Mr. Roffers’ revisions to the text.  Mr. Ott and Ms. Talarczyk will work on creating language that doesn’t impose restrictions to existing farm operations as a possible amendment to the text.  The Committee will also look to public input at the public hearing regarding this section.  

Mr. Ott noted that Outdoor Public Recreation was listed as a permitted use under the A-P District, A-PL District, A-B District and R-N District, which instead should be listed as a conditional use under those districts from prior discussions.  Consensus of the Committee is to forward the change to Mr. Roffers.

The Committee discussed fencing standards and long-term maintenance agreement to prevent disagreements between property owners on maintaining fences.  

Tom Boelter appeared before the Committee stating that his property, which is located off of Valley View Road, north of the Village View Subdivision, is currently zoning as Limited Agricultural & Woodland Preservation (AP-L) on the proposed ETZ map.  Currently he has a home at the entrance to the property and horses to the rear of the property.  He would like to eventually split the property and build a home closer to where he houses his horses.  He would like the Committee to consider changing the proposed zoning to Agricultural Transition (A-T), which would be consistent with the surrounding properties.  Motion by Keith Seward to change the property owned by Tom Boelter, which contains 10.22 acres, from AP-L District to the A-T District, 2nd by Dennis Streiff.  Motion carried.

Adjournment: Motion by Keith Seward, 2nd by Roy Kempfer to adjourn. Motion carried.
