Discussion/Motion:
Swore in Chris L. Narveson to fill the 2nd Supervisor position vacated by Ken McKenzie at the June 6, 2006 Meeting.  
Temporary Adjournment:
8:20 pm - the meeting was adjourned for the Board of Review.
8:55pm:
K. Seward/ returned to regular town meeting.

The minutes of the 6/6/06 meeting were approved with the correction of Second Street indicated in the Clerks report needs to be changed to Klitzke Road.  K. Seward moved and D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:
N. Duerst – Presented were - June and July Cash Flow Statements, July Balance sheet and July Budget comparison report.


K. Seward moved, D. Streiff second, to approve checks #13334 - #13357, excluding #13351, #13352 and #13353, from June.  Motion carried.  
K. Seward moved, D. Streiff second, to approve checks #13358 - #13397, excluding #13387, #13388, #13389, and #13390, from July.  Motion carried.  
Exception to the approvals pending further clarification is check 13369 to Boardman.  

Nita explained that she will run a prior month cash flow statement and the current month balance sheet and cash flow statement as well as the concise budget comparison report each month to ensure all of the expenses and receipts are approved and that the ending and beginning balances are accurate.


The Neuchautel billing to our insurance was discussed.  Pattie and Nita are to get copies and determine what bills are for the litigation portion to bill the insurance.  Wilde needs to have a final bill for her portion of the expenses as well.

Clerks Report:
K. Seward – no driveway permits to approve.

Correspondence – From the Village regarding the annexation of the new proposal by Sherry Wilde on the Neuchautel development.  Keith will contact Sherry to invite her to a meeting to talk about her proposal.  


Pattie issued a Class B Liquor License to the Schuetzen Fest to be held in New Glarus the weekend of July 15, 2006.


Keith will invite Sara Schumacher of Vierbicher and Associates to discuss a boundary agreement with the village.  


Keith read a memo from Pattie - Keith and Pattie interviewed 3 candidates for the deputy clerk position.  The motion was made by D. Streiff and 2nd by C. Narveson to allow Pattie to offer the position to Hillary Bauman 1st and then to John Wright for $10 per hour to be paid by the township for the indicated hours in the memo.  Motion carried.
Chairman’s Report
K. Seward reported that he asked Janet Sherven and John Marty to look into the suggestion that was made at the Annual Meeting of a 5 person board.  They can get others involved as they feel needed.  No objections.

K. Seward discussed a meeting with the Parks Commission members and Dale Hustad after the July 6, 2006 town meeting explaining what the roll of the group is.  


K. Seward discussed forming a committee to discuss PDR/TDR (Purchasing Development Rights and Transfer Development rights).  The recommended members are Robert Rudd, Kim Bright, Duane Pope (developer), and Jim Hoesly (Farmer).  The committee will be formed to discuss PDR/TDR and present recommendations.

K. Seward discussed forming a committee to look into improving the process that we have regarding the Driveway certifications.  We will also have a new Building Inspector assigned to us sometime in July.

Patrolman’s Report:
B. Schwoerer reported that there was no response to the memo sent to the party relating to the damage on Klitzke Road.  The letter was sent in June and Pattie will follow up when it is one month past.

B. Schwoerer reported that Yaun Lane needs work so that it doesn’t wash out.  We have a quote on a culvert.  The land owners would prefer not to go that route.  Ben will figure out with Green County what should be done.


B. Schwoerer reported that Dalhk Road per Vierbicher is not up to specs.  Per council, we need to insist that it is up to specs so that the Town doesn’t end up immediately paying for repairs on the road.  A meeting will be set up with Keith, Ben, Vierbicher and Gene Dalhk to discuss the situation and determine what needs to be done in order to dedicate the road into the Town.

B. Schwoerer reported that a new railing is needed on Old Madison Road.  He may be able to fix it with something we already have.  The bridge on Zentner Road and Ward Creek also need repairs.  Ben will work with Green County determine what should be done and the cost related to the project.
