After analyzing the bids, K. McKenzie moved to accept BR Amon’s bid for work on Klassy Road, Highland Drive and Timber Lane. D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.  D. Streiff moved, K. McKenzie 2nd to accept Green County’s bid for Marty Road wedge work.  Motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report:
Treasurer was absent – Clerk to submit information under her report.
 
Clerk’s Report:
The reports and checks for expenses were presented.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve checks #13157 - #13201.  Motion carried.  

K. Seward reported on Village notification on the Brewery Annexation.  K. Seward also reported on receipt on lawsuit dismissal – with prejudice - that neither party will responsible for attorney fees but that the Town can pursue its expenses.  

K. Seward gave out a draft letter regarding damage on Klitzke Road.  K. McKenzie moved to allow the contractor time to fix the road and send letter, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried


K. Seward gave out a draft letter written to the Village regarding storm water runoff in Valle Telle.  K. McKenzie supports sending the letter, D. Streiff 2nd. Motion carried.


P. Salter reported on the Budget to date reports, and the checks and balances set up by Pattie and Nita.  Nita will be able to print budget to comparison reports at any time to check balances and ensure that we are staying on budget.

K. McKenzie, D. Streiff moved to recess into Public Hearing on Chapter 15.  The proposed changes were posted in the past two issues of the post messenger and were displayed at the Library.

Nobody was present to speak in opposition of the changes.  D. Sherven asked if the Land Planning Commissions had been included in the recommendations.  K. Seward indicated they had.

K. Seward recused himself to detail the steps that have taken place to get to the point of adapting changes to chapter 15.  D. Strieff was appointed chair, K. Seward spoke in favor of the changes.


Dale noted that on chapter 15, page 21 discusses 120 days Sect. 15-4-3(b); the State Statutes speak of 90 days (Sect. 236.11); Dale suggested that the Town make the change on page 21 to 90 days to be consistent with the State.

Dale also recommended that public hearing timeframe be set to reflect the State Statutes in Sect. 15-4-3(a) to 60 days.   

 K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff 2nd to close the Public Hearing.

Returned to Town Board Meeting K. Seward moved, K. McKenzie 2nd to accept the plan with recommended changes as posted and as recommended by council.

Clerk will use today’s date as the published hearing date, 3 for 0 against. Clerk will post the revised ordinance on the Town’s website and will publish the changes in the Post Messenger as per class II notice requirements. 
Discussion:
Duane Sherven met with Don & Dan Klassy made up a sub-committee to review and report on the WI Livestock Facility Sitting Laws.  K. Seward specifically wanted to know if the Town of New Glarus should adapt an interim resolution that would require large farms to abide by the State rules.  Rick Stadleman of the WI Towns Assoc. reported that the County has the right to not enforce the large livestock rules; therefore the Town should have something to protect them from large farms (Over 500).   D. Sherven did not feel it was necessary at this time for an interim resolution, but to approach the situation through zoning and permitting/licensing fees.  County can be more restrictive but must show scientific reasoning for the restrictions.  

K. McKenzie supports well planned large farms so that Green County doesn’t lose potential growth to other areas.  This siting is ag-based.
Chairman’s Report
K. Seward reported that he talked to some people to form a citizens committee to research the PDR/TDR

Deferred Community Development Block grant to Parks Commission and it is off the agenda until Parks with a recommendation.

Discussion/Motion:
 K. Seward brought up the Medical Expense Reimbursement/Health Continuation.  Health Insurance would kick in sometime in September.  The rules that the state has does not allow for the $100 medical expense reimbursement because it would promote non-participation.  The only way it can happen is if the Town agrees to pay all employees the same amount regardless of participation.  

K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff 2nd the motion to cover Pattie’s cobra expenses in the interim period of 3/31 through the time at which the State Plan takes effect based on formula set by State Health Care Plan.  Ken yes, dean yes, chair nay based on stated concerns for the precedent it sets.


 K. McKenzie suggested stopping the $100/mo insurance reimbursement and increase Ben and Todd’s income so that they don’t lose anything as a result of the State plan.  K. Seward moved to discontinue the $100/mo. for all employees effective September 1.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Carried unanimously.

K. Seward moved to adjust the patrolman and pt. patrolman’s wages to reflect the above motion, D. Strieff 2nd.  Motion carried.


Without objection deferred waste management until next month.
Patrolman’s Report:
B. Schwoerer reported that Stenberg’s letter would be addressed after further review with Green County and homeowner.


T. Duerst reported on working on tree trimming and culvert work.  Todd has a backhoe that he could use to put the end on the culvert.  He believes that his insurance would cover the use of his backhoe.  Todd will verify coverage with his insurance company and will bill the Town for his equipment rental use.
Discussion/Motion:
Town engineer stated that Dahlk road does not currently meet town standards.  Ben and Todd will research this and get a letter from the engineer.
Discussion/Motion:
Checks # 13288 through 13343 were submitted for payment.  K. Mckenzie moved to approve bills as submitted, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried without objection
Discussion:
Clerk reported that T. Stenberg reported in person that the letter received did not meet her requests and would still like a closed session meeting.  
Discussion:
K. McKenzie tendered his resignation effective June 30, 2006 as a result of home purchase in Stevens Point.  K. Seward commended Ken on his years of service and stated that he will be missed by not only the Town but the Community as well.  

Discussion:
Clerk should pay Green County $25 for WI Towns Association County dues.  D. Streiff moved to pay the dues K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.

Jerry and Julie Landmark are not getting garbage picked up at their place.  Hwy 69 North?  Clerk will contact Waste Management and resolve the issue.
