· Review and Payment of Driveway refunds – David Henning & Peter Lukszys - D. Streiff moved to refund the deposit.  K. Seward, 2nd Motion carried.

· Set Board of Review Date – D. Streiff  moved to set BOR for June 6, to reconvene on July (12th), 2006 open book sat June 24, 2006, K. Seward 2nd.  Motion Carried.


· Notary renewal 4-yr commission $20 filing $15 for $500 Notary Bond. D. Streiff moved to authorize Clerk to proceed with the 4-year notary appointment, K. Seward 2nd.  Motion Carried.


· Clerk submitted memo of understanding agreement from Green County. The agreement states that Green County will purchase and maintain our ADA voting equipment, but the Town must agree to insure the equipment.  D. Streiff moved to approve agreement, K. Seward 2nd. Motion carried.


· Dean Streiff Affidavit of BOR Training? Dean attended in Mineral Point clerk will verify and complete form.

· K Johnson Engineers has been awarded the Green County Bi-Annual Bridge Inspections.  Town of New Glarus will be done in May.


· Bond for Clerk is up for renewal – without objection K. Seward will sign tomorrow.


· Clerk reported that the Town’s request for TripD funds to make Old Madison Road safer was denied.  There is a DNR Grant For bike trails that may help make Old Madison Road safer.  K. Seward moved to refer this to the Parks Commission D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.


· Larry Kubehl stopped in and signed POA with the Town of New Glarus w/clerk as agent.  Also wrote a letter to get duplicate statements.  At least $5,000 would be available without others having access to the account.  This account was set up in lieu of bond, cash, etc.  He used an IRA as an investment vehicle to cover this.  Larry is willing to ask for joint signatures. 

· Waste Management Discussion on exceptions to pick-up fees.  D. Hustad recommended that every residence is going to be assessed.  Only exception is vacant land.

Attorney’s Report – Proper Legal Process for Parks Commission
· Dale reported on the resolution for the Parks commission – WI Stats 60.66(4) refers to the Powers and duties of the commission. 

1. Parks Commission provides annual budget

2. Town Board has the power to adopt all, part or none of their budget.

3. Expenditures can be paid for as they come in but they must be pre-approved i.e this is what the expenditure this is exactly how much it will cost.

4. Sub (3) deals with 1st Class City.  This is different than Towns.

Proposal needs to be included in the budget hearing in the fall.  
The parks commission has asked that Dale attend their meeting.  K. Seward moved to allow Dale Hustad to attend the Parks meeting to clarify this issue.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Chairman’s Report

· Keith presented information on the Livestock Siting Act.  Issue Permit process or zoning.  You had to have zoning in place prior to this in order to use that option.  Talked with D. Sherven, D. Elmer and Dan Klassy – form Livestock Siting Committee – must be done prior to Nov. 1

· Charles Wearing suggested signing to keep people from throwing items along Town Roads.  Ben would pick up if trash is bagged.  Review policy for picking up trash along the road.  Add to July meeting. 

· Emergency Management Office, Animal Disease Outbreak May 10, 2006 from 1-4 p.m. D. Streiff, T. Duerst will attend.  Clerk will register. 

· WRS Group Health Insurance   –  Family plan at 105% of the least expensive premium for our area would cost $940/mo. at 75% the premium would be $705/mo. Based on our current policy the Towns Portion would be $8,458/yr.  K. Seward moved to pass necessary resolution to adopt ETF Health Insurance form with authorization to complete the form in order to meet existing town policies. D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carries.


· K. Seward gave Storm water report as it pertains to the Valle Tell type developments.  Recommended that the Town send the Village a letter clarifying who’s ordinance would be responsible for storm water run-off.  D. Hustad suggested the developer is copied in on the letter.  Keith will work with Dale to draft a letter before presenting to the board. 


· Land Division Ordinance will be posted in the next couple weeks.  The sewer issue will be clarified in the changes.  These topics will be addressed at the June meeting.


· Notice after adoption of the ordinance changes.

· ETZ Open House tonight from 7-8:30. ETZ process was explained to residents and handouts regarding the pro and cons were offered. The next ETZ meeting was set for June 14th at the Village Hall.
