Regular Parks Commission Meeting

CALL TO ORDER:
K. Talarczyk/7:08 pm.

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of posting was duly noted.  
Discussion/Motion:
T. Stenberg reported that she resigned as Deputy Clerk for the Town. She volunteered to serve as secretary for tonight’s meeting since the Town Clerk was not recuperated from her surgery enough to be present tonight.  K. Talarczyk appointed T. Stenberg to serve as secretary for this meeting.    

Discussion/Motion:
K. Talarczyk opened the discussion on the Town Annual meeting.  C. Holmes began the discussion, noting that although the plan was accepted with a 2/3 majority vote, none of the board members voted in favor of the plan.  She recapped the budget annual figures.  

Discussion/Motion:
K. Talarczyk reported that the next agenda item was to be a review with the Town Counsel, Dale Hustad.  Dale told her he could not attend because he was under the direction of the Town Board and  that he is to attend the Town Board meeting and the Town Board will decide whether he can attend our meeting or not.  K. Talarczyk requested that Dale Hustad provide the information to her in writing.  Discussion regarding the confusion, obfuscation, and delay of the process was held.  The apparent lack of knowledge of the statutes and process was discussed as disconcerting because the Town Chairman, Keith Seward, has attended most of the Parks meetings this past year, as well as having informed the Parks Commission that he had requested the Town Counsel, Dale Hustad to look into the process and statues.  
C. Holmes discussed the success of the Parks Plan and process in the Town of Dunn.  She was aware of their accomplishments and suggested that perhaps some information from them may help with the confusion.  

Discussion/Motion:
K. Talarczyk opened the discussion on the timeline and budget issues going forward.  C. Holmes reported on some information provided by the Wisconsin Towns Association executive, Rick Stadelman.  She also discussed the consideration of the transfer of development rights as well as new home and other development construction.  Other topics included the Town of Dunn as a model, Land Planning coordination, clustering concepts coordination, and possible grants as well as other funding options.
