Regular Town Board Meeting

ATTENDING:
Board Members: Keith Seward, Ken McKenzie, Dean Streiff, Tawni Stenberg, Ben Schwoerer, Nita Duerst, and Todd Duerst

CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward/7:08 pm – Swiss Miss Center.  

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the members agreed to move the minutes further down on the agenda, to allow Ron Fuhr to present his information so he can attend a Village meeting tonight.
Discussion/Motion:
 Ron Fuhr presented information regarding the Certified Survey Map (CSM) and land splits for Rebecca Hauser.  Discussions regarding clarifications were held.  The information on subsequent splits will be presented before the Planning Commission at their next meeting.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to accept unrecorded CSM for 10.01 acres recognized as split #5.  Motion carried.   K. Seward signed the CSM.
Treasurer’s Report:
The reports and checks for expenses were presented.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve checks #13157 - #13201.  Motion carried.  

T. Stenberg noted that the Parks Commission was told to bring a written estimate for their expenditures before being allowed to spend any of their budget.  Karen Talarczyk and Rita Mahoney presented a written estimate for the Parks Plan in the amount of $520.65.  The estimate was accepted without objection from any of the Board members.  


T. Stenberg reported that she has been calling Nancy Kittelson at the Wisconsin Retirement System office to get the promised report to pay the amounts due.  T. Stenberg noted that one of the back payments was originally set for the end of Feb., and has been changed per Nancy, due to lack of an exact amount and a report that Nancy is required to provide us.  The quoted amount in 2006 was $25,671.00.   T. Stenberg said that she also has the Feb. and March contributions prepared that she is holding per Nancy.  Nancy asked if we wanted to pay the full amount of the payment.  T. Stenberg was unclear about the issue and wanted the board’s input regarding it.  N. Duerst said that she thought the amount referred to the past contributions that the Town was going to pay, and agreed to help T. Stenberg call to clarify the issue.  K. McKenzie agreed that if this payment was for the past contributions and that the Town still wanted to pay it in full to avoid any further late fees or interest.  

Clerk’s Report:
T. Stenberg presented a driveway refund request fro N7497 County N from Essence Builders.  K. Seward moved to defer the question of the driveway refund to the April meeting.   There was no objection from the Board members.  

T. Stenberg presented the correspondence, including the following:  a Petition for Direct Annexation by Unanimous Approval from the Village for the land involved in the Valle Tell Phase II project, a non-sufficient funds letter to a resident with a required postmarked date for a cashier’s check and potential consequences for lack of payment, a letter to a resident addressing his concern over too much salt on his road along with the resident’s e-mail response, an e-mail from Town Attorney Dale Hustad to Larry Kubehl reminding him to comply with the financial agreement,  and attorney letters regarding the recent financial audit.  

T. Stenberg also presented a letter regarding the Local Government Day sponsored by the Green County Highway Department, on Mon. March 20.  It was agreed without objection that the two Patrolmen attend along with possibly some Board members. 


T. Stenberg also reported that the Clerk, Pattie Salter, has ordered the laptop computer from a vendor in New Glarus and is setting it up at home as she is able during her recovery.  


T. Stenberg asked that the Sick Leave policy be forwarded to next month’s agenda until the Clerk is able to attend.  The members agreed without objection.  K. Seward will prepare this with Town Attorney, Dale Hustad.

T. Stenberg asked the Board’s input on holding the Annual Town meeting on April 4th, 2006, which is the night of the spring election.  The members agreed without objection to move the Town Annual Meeting to April 11th.  

Discussion:
Dick Minor was asked by Chairman, K. Seward to present his questions about the garbage assessment to the whole board.  Mr. Minor said that he just wanted to know why the change was being made.  K. Seward said that it was to more fairly distribute the costs to those who use the service, versus vacant land owners who pay for service they do not use.  K. Seward also noted that, theoretically, the taxes for a landowner would go down if all other costs stayed the same which never happens.  K. McKenzie said that in fact, by pulling the garbage assessment out, the Town would also be able to raise the taxes up to the current cap limit.  
Discussion:
 Mike Calkins from Calkins Engineering presented his preliminary plat layout for the Valle Tell Phase II development, discussed the closing and re-routing of Kubly road, answered questions, and invited the public to the Public Hearing on March 23, 2006, at the Village Hall.  
Discussion/Motion:
 K. Seward presented the Chapter 15 Land Division Ordinance changes.  He proposed that the Board consider accepting the “housekeeping items” as a group first.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to accept items #1, 2, 4, 5, 10, 15, and 17.  Motion carried.  

K. Seward next asked the board to accept items #3, 6, and 7.  After discussion, K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to accept items #3, 6, and 7.  Motion carried.  


It was noted by K. Seward that items #11 and #14 were actually deleted from consideration.  


After discussion and recommendation by K. Seward, K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to refer items #8, 9 and 12 back to the Planning Commission for further consideration.  Motion carried.  

Item #13 was presented for discussion.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to accept Item #13.  Motion carried.  


Item #16 was discussed.  It was decided by the members, without objection to send it for codification to General Code.  

Public Comments:
T. Stenberg noted that she provided an e-mail from Paul Aulik on behalf of his parents who are in the nursing home, regarding the garbage assessment for unoccupied homes.  K. McKenzie asked that Waste Management attend the May meeting along with advice from counsel to discuss the issues.  The other Board members agreed without objection.  
Chairman’s Report:
 A public hearing was held regarding the bridge on County Trunk U.  The work is scheduled to be done in June, July, and August, 2007.  
Patrolman’s Report:
B. Schwoerer said that the Class B signs are being put up.  He also noted that there will be a road review at 8 am on April 8, 2006.  B. Schwoerer noted that he contacted Green County regarding the boring of Dahlk Road that was discussed at the last meeting.  Green County will not be doing any of that work until late April or early May.  K. McKenzie noted that the Town should also ask for an engineering opinion from Vierbicher.  The members agreed without objection.  
Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the February 7, 2006, Public Hearing for Land Division Ordinance changes were reviewed.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve the hearing minutes.  Motion carried.  
Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the February 7, 2006, Regular Town Board Meeting were reviewed.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve the hearing minutes.  Motion carried.
