Regular Planning Commission Meeting

CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward/7:10 pm – Swiss Miss Center 

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of posting was duly noted.
Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the February 20, 2006, meeting were reviewed by the members.  K. Seward said he thought the public hearing mentioned in the minutes should be for Green County’s Comprehensive Plan, not Monroe’s Comprehensive Plan. J. Ott moved, C. Narveson second, to approve the minutes with the correction.  Motion carried.
 Discussion:
K. Seward announced that he wanted ten days to two weeks to review all land division requests, including all checklists, legal ramifications, etc.   He told both Kay Spidahl and Randy Acker to set up a meeting with himself and the clerk to review their projects.  
Discussion/Motion:
Nate Lancaster and Kay Spidahl presented a revised layout for the Mary Hefty land division request.   Discussion topics included driveway and road access, emergency vehicle access, marketability, private road versus continuation of a road from the existing subdivision on Ashley Lane, engineering and surveying consultations, lateness of the Planning Commission’s inclusion of the continuation of Ashley Lane into this project, number of appearances before the Planning Commission with new requirements being added continuously, and lack of direction or guidance on what it will take to satisfy the Commission’s requirements.  

J. Ott moved, D. Streiff second, that if the state says “no” for the road to go through to Legler Valley, then it is OK to accept the private drive concept.  K. Seward required a roll call vote.  The vote was: B. Elkins nay, C. Narveson nay, J. Ott yea, D. Sherven nay, D. Streiff yea, K. Seward nay.  Motion failed.  


J. Ott moved, B. Elkins second, that if the state says “no” to through road, the driveway to service the four houses will be built as a township road.  K. Seward required a roll call vote.   The vote was: D. Streiff yea, D. Sherven yea, J. Ott yea, C. Narveson yea, B. Elkins yea, K. Seward abstains.  Motion carried.  
Discussion:
Brian Jeglum and Bob Borucki did not show up to discuss their project.  
Discussion:
Ron Fuhr presented a layout for the Rebecca Hauser land division request.  J. Ott moved, D. Sherven second, to approve in concept the splits as proposed.  Motion carried.  Ron Fuhr will provide subdivision layouts, previous splits, deed restrictions, and other information at the next meeting.    
Discussion:
Randy Acker and Rick Palmer of Royal Oak Engineering presented the proposed lots and layout for his land division request.  Discussion topics included:  landfills, wells, lot layouts, fire access, and state approvals. This item will be forwarded to the next month’s agenda.  

Discussion:
It was reported that the Land Division Ordinance changes were accepted at the March 7th Town Board meeting with the exception of the items that were returned to the planning commission for further review.  T. Stenberg provided a copy of the items for discussion.  The items will be taken up at next month’s meeting.    

Public Comments:
Hans Hofmann presented his concerns for the property rights of landowners with regard to the land division ordinance.  He asked about the sale of agricultural land with no building rights.  Without objection, the board members told him that if his land was deed restricted to agricultural use only with at least two acres kept with his house, he could sell it.  
Discussion:
T. Stenberg provided the list from the Southwest Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission with follow-up work needed on the Comprehensive (Smart Growth) Plan that has not been acted upon yet.  Without objection, the chairman moved this item to the next agenda.  

Discussion:
Discussion was held regarding the Private Road Moratorium in Green County.  

Discussion:
Without objection, the next meeting was scheduled for April 20, 2006, at 7:00 pm.  It was discussed that Dale Hustad, Town attorney, would be invited by the chairman to discuss requiring all developers to build Town Roads.  
Adjourn 9:40 p.m. D. Sherven moved, B. Elkins second.  The members did not leave. The clerk left at 9:43 after closing up the office.
