CALL TO ORDER:

Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the January 18, 2006, meeting were reviewed.  C. Narveson moved, R. Reis  second, to approve the minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion:
R. Elkiins provided a report on the Extraterritorial Zoning Committee meeting held February 1, 2006.  Areas of Concern regarding development and differing ideas of that development were shared.  It was reported that other topics discussed were:  Tax revenues, loss of tax base, boundary for the ETZ authority, and the deadline of June 2006 for an accepted plan before an extension of up to one year is required.  
Discussion:
Without objection, the members agreed to move the Lancaster Spidahl Land Division agenda item to later in the meeting.   
Discussion:
C. Narveson and T. Stenberg reported on the second Public Hearing for the proposed Land Division Ordinance changes.  D. Streiff noted that action is expected to be taken at the next Town Board Meeting meeting.

Discussion:
Discussion was held on the current moratorium on private roads in the County.  T. Stenberg noted that a public hearing to be held in Monroe with the Green County Unit of the Wisconsin Towns Association on February 22, at 7:30 pm at the Green County Ag Building.  There are two topics, Cemetery Law and Private Roads.  The members were unclear about the extent to which the moratoriums affected their ability to approve land division requests.  
Discussion:
T. Stenberg apologized that she had not thought to call Nate Lancaster and Kay Spidahl when the meeting was moved up to tonight.   Nate Lancaster presented several proposed layouts of the four home sites in their cluster development.  The members noted that the home sites must share a common boundary to be considered “contiguous” and that a single point in common was not enough.  Mr. Lancaster said he will prepare a new layout for the next meeting.  
Public Comments:
 Ron Fuhr from Wilde Real Estate wanted to inform the members that they are preparing  a potential layout for Rebecca Hauser’s land that has previously been discussed with the Planning Commission.  He noted that the original land acreage was 363 acres.  He asked to be on the next agenda.

Brian Jeglum and Bob Borucki asked for information about the process required to obtain a Conditional Use permit to change the use of a barn for the winery,  They would also like to possibly convert one floor of the barn into a domicile.  They have asked to be on the next agenda.  


T. Stenberg noted that there is also a public hearing on the Monroe Comprehensive (Smart Growth) Plan on February 27, 2006, at 7:30 pm in Yodell Hall.  

T. Stenberg also noted that there is a public information meeting to be held in the Town Hall on March 7, 2006, with Dallas Cecil from the Green County Highway Department and MSA Professional Services from 10:00 am to 11:30 am regarding the bridge on County Trunk U.  

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the members agreed that the next meeting will be held March 16, 2006.   Agenda items were noted.
