Regular Town Board Meeting

CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward/7:04 pm – Swiss Miss Center.  

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection minutes of December 5, 2005 were approved.
D. Streiff moved to approve corrected minutes of December 29, 2005 with the correction of the date to reflect 12/20/05.  K. McKenzie 2nd. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection treasurer’s report will be delayed until later in the meeting.
Discussion:
T. Stenberg presented the board with the renewal membership for the Chamber of Commerce.  Without objection the item was deferred until the February meeting to allow for proper posting.
Discussion:
2006 information booklet was handed out to board members.  

Discussion/motion:
P. Salter reported on Chief Inspector training for Pattie and Tawni.  The training will be held in Madison on February 16.  Pattie suggested that she and Tawni attend and preferably one other person.  K. McKenzie moved to approve 2 or 3 election workers to attend the election training.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion:
P. Salter presented an email message from Karen Talarczyk regarding the cost of plowing her driveway.  She would like to see the Town implement a fee schedule similar to the one Exeter has, see attached.  Without objection the issue was referred to Keith and Ben to explore.
Discussion/Motion:
Clerk asked Chairman Seward to report on emailed correspondence from Sherry Wilde. K. Seward read the message from Ms. Wilde stating that she would consider settling if the Town would forgive the $11,000 outstanding invoice.  Without objection, the town will discuss the issue with legal counsel within closed session at February’s meeting.

Discussion:
Clerk reported that the Town of New Glarus has been set up to manage checking and savings accounts on-line.  This will allow the Town to be more proactive in our cash management efforts.
Discussion/Motion:
Linda Kempfer-Disch introduced George Albright as a member of the Parks Commission.  He will serve out the 5 year term vacated by Jim Burke.  K. McKenzie moved to accept the appointment.  D. Streiff 2nd. Motion Carried.  Clerk swore in Mr. Albright.
Discussion/Motion:
7:50 p.m. K. McKenzie, D. Streiff moved to recess into Special Town Meeting to discuss proposed changes to Chapter 15 of the Land Division Ordinance.  Motion carried without objection.

Discussion/Motion:
8:45 p.m. Returned to Regular Town Meeting without objection.

Discussion:
T. Stenberg reported that the Parks Commission will be having printing expenses incurred before the April Town Meeting.  D. Streiff suggested pulling together a rough estimate if it is within reason.  

Discussion/Motion:
T. Stenberg, presented checks #13046 – 13058 for December and checks #13059 – 13065 for January for payment.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second to approve the December checks for payment.  Motion carried without objection.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second to approve the January checks for payment.  Motion carried without objection.  P. Salter noted that Rick with the state retirement will get the dollar amount and pay the bill prior to January 31.  

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
There were no public comments.

Discussion:
Without objection, the members agreed to postpone the resolution for the loan.  General Transportation Aid and four payments were discussed.
Discussion:
The 2007 – 2009 Statewide Multi-modal Improvement Program (SMIP) was referred to the Parks Commission without Objection.  

Discussion:
It was noted that there is a 180 day moratorium on private roads in Green County.  Attorney Dale Hustad will review the moratorium.

K. Seward reported on the Ekum filing fee for the affidavits.

Discussion:  
Patrolman B. Schwoerer reported that the snow plowing help receives $60 for showing up and receive a two hour minimum with $20/hr thereafter.  B. Schwoerer asked the Board to reconsider the pay down to the Patrolman’s level of compensation.    


K. McKenzie does not feel that our full-time employees should be forced to work too long at a time, and asked about extended hour pay.  Discussion was held regarding 12-hour shifts.  

B. Schwoerer also reported that tree trimming has started.  

Discussion:
Clerk P. Salter asked that the Board consider compensating T. Stenberg for her Deputy Clerk/Treasurer role.  Without objection, action on this consideration will be postponed until February.  K. McKenzie encourages retroactive consideration be made.  D. Streiff agreed.

K. Seward gave a tourism report.

Without objection, the members agreed that the next meeting will be held February 7, 2006.
