Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved to approve the minutes of 11/07/2005 as presented.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried. 
Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved to approve the Hearing minutes of 11/07/2005 as presented.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff 2nd to approve the Special Town Meeting minutes of 11/07/2005.  During a discussion, K. Seward moved to amend the minutes to read “K. McKenzie moved to set Fund Balance to $171,654 for the ending fund balance thus transferring $26,463 to the General Fund to offset tax levy limits.”  D. Streiff 2nd. Amended motion carried.

Discussion:
Without objection items 7 & 8 were moved up on the agenda to allow Ron Neiman to leave for an appointment.  Ron Neiman gave an update on Smart Growth and passed out updated maps for the Master Smart Growth Plan.
Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff 2nd moved to add submitted Smart Growth Plan corrections and additions to become part of the master Smart Growth Plan.  Motion Carried.

Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward read resolution adopting the comprehensive plan.   K. Seward moved, K. McKenzie 2nd to adopt the plan with an effecting date per ordinance.  Resolution carried.

Clerk’s Report:
Driveway refund requests were submitted for Cory Pope and Richard Woerpel.  K. McKenzie moved to refund the deposits as submitted.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Correspondence included Johnson Blocks contract of $5,375 to perform our audit and $400 to file our financial report with the Department of Revenue.  D. Streiff moved to approve the contract, K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.
NIMS training was discussed and Clerk will call Keith Engwell at Green County Emergency Management and register Keith, Ken, Dean and Todd for the 12/17th training class in Albany.
Pattie and Keith are working with Waste Management to sort out the guidelines for charging residents for refuse and recycling.  Will report back at January’s meeting.

Pattie requested funds to purchase a laptop computer.  The intended uses would include voter registration the day of elections, it would serve as an additional workstation for Tawni when both Pattie and Tawni were working and it would allow treasurer to type out dog license information rather than handwriting all the receipt information.  K. McKenzie noted that he is in favor of making better use of the clerk’s time but would like to make sure that the purchase would be justified.  Clerk is instructed to do more research.

Chairman’s Report:
K. Seward discussed areas for potential Impact fees which included:
· Cell Towers

· Development

· Realtor Requests

Clerk will see what others on the Clerks network are considering and K. Seward will check with D. Hustad.  Add the follow up to this issue to the last meeting of the year.

Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward also discussed the need for better lighting on the intersection of 69 and Cty H.  Without objection the Town should proceed with installation.  Clerk and Chairman will need to work with the Department of Transportation and Alliant.


Clerk reminded board members to submit their expenses next week so checks could be prepared for the year end meeting.

Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward moved to adopt a resolution to begin the process to amend chapter 15 of the Land Planning Ordinance.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Hearing dates were set for December 5 and February 7, 2006.


Sherry Wilde billing was submitted.  K. Seward would like the board to consider billing Ms. Wilde the amount owed now then bill her for an additional escrow deposit once the development moves forward.  Motion carried without objection.

Patrolman’s Report:
B. Schwoerer introduced Todd Duerst as the new Assistant Patrolman.  He also requested new cell phones for both Todd and Ben.  Without objection Ben was instructed to obtain adequate phones.


B. Schwoerer reported that He would be picking up the new truck on Friday and turning in the old truck.  


Ben would like to send T. Duerst to Work Zone Training in Barneveld in February.  Motion carried without objection.
