L. Kempfer-Disch is taking minutes for the Deputy Clerk who was out of town.  Proper proof of posting was determined by Chairman, Keith Seward.  
Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the November 17, 2005, meeting were reviewed by the members.  J. Freitag moved, B. Elkins second, to approve the minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.
 Discussion:
Discussion was held regarding the Randy Acker Land Division request.  Topics included:  Changing single family homes to two-unit condos, number of lots, wells and conservancy, Engineering Firm of Royal Oaks, variance for well versus hookup to village sewer and water, handicapped accessible ranch condos, variance for location of wells within 1200 feet of Old Dump, coordination with the DNR, size of condo units, and preliminary plat requirements.
Discussion:
Al Lienhardt was not present to discuss his land division request.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held regarding the proposal for Ekum Abstract to do a blanket title search for filing affidavits.  Topics included:  current process versus proposed process, total bill and stretching the cost over two fiscal years, and filing of the affidavits with the Register of Deeds.  B. Elkins moved, J, Freitag second, to recommend the implementation in the Town of New Glarus for filing of an affidavit on each eligible land owners property, where the project is completed in 2006, but the cost is paid half in 2006 and the remainder in 2007.  Motion carried.  
Discussion:
Richard Castelnuovo spoke regarding the Expanded Livestock Facilities.  It was noted that counties and towns can opt out of the state system.  Help in drafting an ordinance for by passing and licensing was suggested through the UW Extension and Rick Stadelman of the Wisconsin Town’s Association.  The amount of $1000 was listed for the application fee, and local governments have 6 months to revise their ordinances.  The time frame for this was estimated as June of 2006.  
Discussion:
 The Extra-territorial Zoning Plan with possible revisions was discussed.  Topics included the 80/20 Village/Town splits, the 9 month outline, the two year timeline with a start date of May 2006, Rural neighborhoods, ag/rural classifications, woodlands, conservancies, business districts, the brewery move on highway 69, annexation, and Valle Tell Phase II. 
Discussion:
It was reported that the Comprehensive (Smart Growth) Plan was adopted at the last Town Board meeting.  
Discussion:
Awareness was discussed as a concern with the Green County Conservation work.  It was noted that the zoning committee is slow to act.  D. Sherven and J. Freitag will meet with K. Seward to determine the next meeting date.

There were no public comments.
