Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the October 27, 2005, Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan Public Hearing were reviewed by the members.  J. Ott moved, B. Elkins second, to approve the minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the October 27, 2005, regular Planning Commission meeting were reviewed by the members.  B. Elkins moved, J. Ott second, to approve the minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.
 Discussion:
Discussion was held regarding the Lienhardt Land Division Consultation.  Information regarding the available land for clustering was presented to the members.  Determination of three building sites available for clustering was discussed.  A plat checklist was provided to Mr. Lienhardt.  T. Stenberg will see that the clerk provide a copy of the checklist to B. Elkins and J. Frietag.
Discussion:
Discussion was held regarding the proposal to allow Ekum Abstract to do a blanket title search for the affidavits rather than have the clerk and deputy clerk do the searching, due to extremely time consuming nature of it.  
Discussion:
Discussion and review of the ETZ process was held.  Topics included the recommended changes to the Village ETZ Plan, the clustering concept, public sewer and water, lot sizes, development and new development of the brewery along Highway 69 South, and a new “nature oriented business” designation.

K. Seward noted that the Town Board has not yet taken action on the adoption of the Comprehensive Smart Growth Plan due to a lack of coordination on the posting for the Town Board Meeting.    
Discussion:
A review and discussion of the Bob Rudd letter dated October 4, 2005, was held.  It was noted that Mr. Rudd apparently misunderstood the affidavit process.  K. Seward will respond to the letter.  

Discussion:
J. Freitag discussed some feedback that he had received on the ag siting concerns discussed at the last meeting.  Topics included the legislation, persons to address, zoning, expansion of existing farms, and a speaker to come to the Planning Commission meetings.

Public Comments:
C. Narveson brought up his concerns regarding private roads in public subdivisions.  No action is being requested at this time.  


J. Freitag brought up his questions regarding major subdivisions and lots along with the requirement for contiguous boundaries.  No action is being requested at this time.
