Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the September 14, 2005, Joint Town/Village Parks Commission meeting were reviewed.  Corrections were noted.  T. Stenberg moved, K. Talarczyk second, to accept the minutes and forward them with noted corrections to the Joint Board for approval at the next meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

There were no members of the public present to comment.

Discussion:
Discussion was held regarding the Middleton Parks Plan and the New Glarus Draft Plan.  For the October meeting, everyone is to e-mail their portions of the documents to T. Stenberg who will format and combine them.  

Discussion:
Budget items for the 2006 budget were presented.  Receipts for 2005 were reviewed.  L. Kempfer-Disch spent the following for the survey:  $444 for postage, $20.00 for ink cartridge for labels, $25.00 for paper and labels.  J. Burke spent $31.60 for envelopes for the survey.  
Discussion/Motion:
Per Diem as part of the Parks Commission budget was discussed.  K. Talarczyk spoke with Town Clerk Pattie Salter and determined that a motion is needed to establish the per diem.  Current Town Commission per diem are as follows:  Town Board is $25.00, Chairman of the Planning Commission is $35.00, Planning Commission is $25.00. It was noted that the members must submit a request to be paid the per diems at the end of the calendar year, and that if a member chooses not be compensated, they may do so by not submitting a payment request.  L. Kempfer-Disch moved, R. Mahoney second, to establish a Parks Commission per diem at $25.00 retroactive to January 2005.  Motion carried unanimously.
