CALL TO ORDER: 
K. Seward/7:05 pm – Swiss Miss Center.  

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve minutes of July 5, 2005.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve minutes of July 22, 2005.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the members agreed to defer the Treasurer’s report until the Treasurer arrives.

Clerk’s Report:
Two Driveway refunds were requested for O’Brien and Meyer.  K. Seward moved, D. Streiff second to approve the refunds.  Motion carried.  


Without objection, the members agreed to postpone the discussion about the Employee Handbook to the next meeting so the Clerk, Pattie Salter, could be present.  


Licenses for soda and beer for the Volksfest picnic were discussed.  Without objection, the members agreed to allow the issuing of these licenses to remain an administrative function of the Clerk, without approval from the board. 

 Many items of correspondence were noted.  

Discussion:
Jim Peck and Bill Biesmann of Vierbicher and Associates presented information regarding storm water plans and non-point source grants.  It was noted that the grants were for planning purposes and not for construction.  It was noted that the outcome of the work from the planning would be possible ordinance actions.  

Treasurer’s Report

Discussion/Motion:
Items for payment were noted.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second, to approve checks 12807-12828.  Motion Carried.  

Public Comments:
Al Lienhardt presented information regarding his son, Jacob’s, Eagle Scout project at the New Glarus Woods State Park.  He asked if the Board had nay objections to allowing his son to purchase the peas gravel needed through the Town at no cost to the Town in order to get a better price.  He noted that the transportation for the multiple truckloads required from Janesville was many times more expensive than that which was quoted from the municipal quarry near the woods.  T. Stenberg noted that the she was present when the Clerk looked into the matter earlier that day, and that the Clerk said that gravel is routinely allowed to be purchased in this way by Town residents for culverts and other road repairs.  Without objection, the members agreed to allow this purchase as it routinely does for Town residents.  

Chairman’s Report:
K. Seward listed names as potential appointees to the Citizen’s Committee for the Joint Library Committee.  It was noted that the persons have not yet been contacted.  The names were Howard Cosgrove, John Mulville, Mark Renner, Pete Etter, and Randa Gabel.  There were no objections.  K. McKenzie stated that he is concerned that there be a willingness for the cooperation of both the Village and the Town in creating an end result acceptable to both bodies for the effort and funds expended to be worthwhile.


K. Seward reported that Darrel Murken has resigned from the Extraterritorial Zoning Committee as an alternate.  Three alternate candidates were listed:  John Ott to replace Darrel Murken, Bob Elkins, and Karen Talarczyk.  Without objection, the members agreed to the list of candidates.  


K. Seward asked the Board to review the resume they had been given for Jeffrey Klossner as a candidate for appointment to the Parks Commission.  Without Objection, it was agreed to appoint Jeff Klossner.


K. Seward noted that the next Land Planning meeting is scheduled for August 18, 2005, where the final Smart Growth documents will be reviewed.  K. Seward also noted that there will be approximately $1600 required to file all the required affidavits since the beginning of the ordinance and before the fees were introduced.  Without objection, the members agreed to allow the expense.  K. Seward asked everyone who is able to attend to go to the Extraterritorial Public Hearing.  Bob Elkins noted that the Extraterritorial Zoning Public Hearing is scheduled for August 25, 2005.  


K. Seward listed Goals and Accomplishments for the Board:


1.  Complete the ordinance process.


2.  Complete an Extraterritorial Zoning plan.


3.  Cooperate with the Village on the Extraterritorial Zoning and Joint Library Committees.


4.  Complete a Town of New Glarus Storm Water Management Plan.


5.  Complete an Employee Handbook.


6.  Establish debates on Purchasing Development Rights/Transfer of Development Rights.


7.  Complete the Smart Growth Plan.


8.  Consider debates on the establishment of a five member Town Board.

Discussion regarding the goals and accomplishments was held.  K. Seward also noted that the Budget to Actual Cost comparisons recommended by the auditor, Kevin Krysinski should be added for action by the Clerk and Treasurer, as well as seeking proper payroll procedures from the auditor.   

Patrolman’s Report:
B. Schwoerer reported that after he installed the South Branch road sign, the residents called and said that all of their properties and mailing addresses are High Prairie Lane.  Without objection, the Board asked T. Stenberg to contact Town Attorney, Dale Hustad, to send a letter to the Monroe Highflier’s attorney.  B. Schwoerer also noted that the borings on South Branch road have not been done yet, but that the county will contact him to be present when the work is done.  


B. Schwoerer noted that the road connecting to Crawford’s driveway is washing out.  He presented some photos to the Board members.  He noted that the actions to be taken by the Crawfords is minimal:  

1.  Clean out the concrete apron down by the barn and the pigpen below the depression for water to run won their part of the drive, 

2.  Complete the repairs required to be done by the end of this summer, and 

3.  Repair the Town road that has been damaged.  

K. Seward will contact Janie Crawford tomorrow (Wed. 8/3/05) as he agreed with her to do, and present the concerns.  Without objection, the members agreed that this issue should be carried forward to the September agenda.


B. Schwoerer noted that some Town residents are asking him to do grading or grass cutting in the ditches for their private driveways.  Without objection, the Board members agreed that this is not allowable.  


B. Schwoerer reported that the seal coating of Argue Road to Pioneer Road (Hustad Valley Road to the end of the pavement) is to be done.  He is to be notified about the work by the end of this week.


B. Schwoerer noted that Gene Dahlk’s subdivision is still missing the guardrails.  Without objection, the Board agreed that no snow plowing is to be done on that road until the rails are in place and it is safe for the Town to plow it.


B. Schwoerer noted that he has not heard anything yet regarding the contract to insulate the Town Garage Shop’s ceiling.  T. Stenberg will provide a copy of the contract to B. Schwoerer.  


B. Schwoerer noted that the Clerk has a copy of the letter calling him to possibly serve on jury duty.  Emergency contacts if he is called up to serve would be the list of snowplow men.  K. Seward asked T. Stenberg to e-mail him a list with the phone numbers, which B. Schwoerer will provide.  


B. Schwoerer noted that the mowing, thistle cutting and patching is proceeding.  He noted that the patch on Blue Vista is a problem.  He is concerned that we may have accepted a road that is continuing to have problems.  K. Seward will consult the Town Attorney, Dale Hustad with the possibility of adjusting the bonding amount and time frame.
