CALL TO ORDER:

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward, as newly elected Town Board Chairman, appointed himself as the Planning Commission Chairman.  K. Seward also noted that there are 3 members who are no longer on the Planning Commission:  Mark Renner, Robert Elkins, and Keith Seward.  K. Seward announced that he is re-appointing himself for a two year term, and is appointing Robert Elkins, and Reginald (Reggie) Reis) to the commission for 3 year terms each.  


Deputy Clerk, T. Stenberg, swore in K. Seward and R. Reis, and they signed the oath.  

Discussion/Motion:
Minutes of the April 7, 2005, meeting were reviewed by the members.  J. Ott moved, D. Sherven second, to approve the minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.


Discussion was held regarding the showing of the roll call and vote when there is not a unanimous vote.  Discussion was also held regarding more descriptive language in the minutes as some members were confused by the use of the word “recuse” in the April 7, 2005 minutes.  

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, K. Seward allowed Gof Thompspn to address the commission at this time even though he was not on the agenda.  Gof Thompson spoke on legal engineering fees to be paid by the developer and to consider impact fees on the new development to relieve the tax burden on town residents.  He also addressed tax fairness to the developer and the construction.  J. Ott will bring in a copy of the Town of Exeter documents for a model for the commission on these issues.  D. Sherven noted that Section 15-3-5 covers most of Gof Thompson’s concerns.  

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion regarding Big Box Development and Industrial Agricultural use for the town was held. The following topics were included in the discussion:  location of Big Box developments such as Wal-Mart, Home Depot, etc.; other communities with Big Box developments; impact on the town from the Big Box developments; tax and infrastructure implications with Big Box developments.  Without objection the discussion regarding Industrial Agricultural Use will be continued at the next meeting.

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held regarding the status and timeline for Smart Growth documents.  Discussion topics included the Objectives, the Inter governmental issues, and Town ordinances.   

Discussion/Motion:
Discussion was held regarding the current progress from the Extra Territorial Zoning Commission meetings held jointly with the village.  Topics for discussion included storm water, property boundaries, and current studies in progress. 

Discussion/Motion:
Without objection, the next meeting is scheduled for May 19, 2005.  Agenda items were also discussed.
