Motion:
After a brief discussion and review of bids, K. McKenzie moved, K. Seward 2nd to accept Trucks, Inc.’s bid for chassis.  Motion carried.


D. Streiff moved, K. McKenzie 2nd to accept Monroe Truck’s bid for Equipment.  Motion carried.

Clerk’s Report:
There were no driveway refund requests.
Discussion/Motion:
Clerk reported that work load requires longer hours and requested that office hours be increased to 30 hours per week.  K. McKenzie moved for approval contingent on account verification that the additional hours could be funded under the 2005 budget.  D. Streiff 2nd.  K. Seward requested that Clerk keep regular office hours and post them.  Hours will be 8:15-3:15 with extra hours made up on Friday.  Motion carried.

Clerk will confer with accountant to verify budget question.

Discussion:
Clerk requested discussion of employee manual be deferred to June meeting.  K. Seward asked that clerk and patrolman meet with Dale to review an employee manual.  Without objection the issue was tabled for next meeting.

Vacation policy was again discussed.  K. McKenzie noted that he felt this was part of the employee manual issue and suggested that Dale review the vacation policy and the town move on the item at the next meeting with decision being retroactive to 2005.
Discussion/Motion:
Clerk requested board permission and endorsement to attend the Municipal Clerks Institute in Green Bay, July 10-15th.  The cost is $389 for classes and $165 for lodging for a total this year of $554, we’ve budgeted $743 for clerk training.  It is a 3 year commitment and Clerk would be a certified clerk upon completion of the 3-year course.  K. McKenzie moved to support the clerk, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Motion:
Clerk reported that as she was putting together the resolution to abandon Hayes road, it was discovered that there was not a legal description on file.  The actual abandonment of Hayes road could take months to complete.  The board now needs to consider if they are to hire an engineering firm to survey the road and/or if they will grant Ms. Hayes a temporary variance so that she can begin building her deck now with the understanding that the road will be abandoned.  After a brief discussion, K. McKenzie moved to have the Clerk contact Ms. Hayes and ask her to have the road surveyed.  Upon receipt of the legal description, the board would entertain granting her a variance at the next town board meeting.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.  
Public Comments:
Jim Burke came before the board to ask if a land owner has the right to strip land from a hillside and sell the topsoil to another party.  Mr. Burke provided pictures of the land affected.  He reported that the land owner has been stripping away the topsoil for over a year now.  After some discussion, the board agreed to refer the issue to the building inspector to review.  The land is owned by Paul Heberer. If soil is being sold he may need a conditional use permit.  Erosion control would be another issue of concern. 
Linda Kempfer-Disch came before the board to invite them to have their attorney for the Neuchatel lawsuit meet with the attorney for the Concerned Citizens of Duerst road.  The offer was duly noted.
Chairman’s Report:
Without objection, discussion on the library was deferred to June meeting.  K. Seward reported that as part of the forthcoming extra-territorial planning as subcommittee of the Land Planning Commission was asked to develop an outline of issues to be presented to the Town Board as we go forward on the ETZ planning.


Issues presented included:

1. Compensation to town for invested infrastructure

2. Village Sewer, water and storm-water will be connected to all major subdivisions located less than ½ mile from Village Boundaries.

3. Village list priority annexation areas.

4. Provide “Green Space.”

5. Zoning shall be subject to Town approval.

6. Village shall develop plans and maps for proposed traffic through E.T.J. areas.

7. Town Hire Consultant?

a. General Awareness

b. Positioning for fair treatment

8. Tourism Tie-in

9. How to maintain “Rural Look”

a. Low-key development?

10. Tower Management

11. Joint Parks

K. Seward reported that the Village was having a Stormwater Management engineering study meeting next Tuesday at the Village Hall.

Without objection the Big Box Development discussion was deferred to June.

Without objection the LUPC discussion was deferred to June.

K. Seward reported that an ad for new parks commission members would be in next weeks Post Messenger.
Without objection the per diem discussion was deferred to June.

Patrolman’s Report:
2005 Road Maintenance request for bids was presented to the board for approval.  K. McKenzie moved to accept the publication of the request as submitted.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.


B. Schwoerer reported that the culvert on Disch road would need to be replaced at a cost of approximately $6,000.  D. Streiff moved to replace the culvert, K. McKenzie 2nd. Motion carried.  


Patrolman also reported that the culvert on Pioneer road would also need to be replaced.  Without objection the board decided that the replacement could wait until 2006.


Patrolman reported that Clark Kepplinger should be reminded to install the final lift on the road that services the Prairie View Subdivision.  Clerk will prepare and send a letter stating Mr. Kepplinger needs to let the Town engineer know when the core testing will be done so they can evaluate the road before the Town will adopt it.


Sharon Sippy has a good deal of tree branches and such on Town Right-of-way.  Ben has talked with her and she has expressed an interest in keeping the wood.  Clerk will prepare and send her a letter asking her to remove the materials within a week or the Town will presume she does not want it and get rid of it.

Treasurer’s Report:
Checks 12709 through 12732 were submitted for payment.  K. McKenzie moved to approve the payments.  D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
K. Seward moved to enter into closed session to confer with legal Council.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.  

Town Chair, K. Seward called the Closed session to order at 8:45.  In attendance were K. Seward, Dean Streiff, Ken McKenzie, Pattie Salter and Nita Duerst.  Also invited to stay for closed session were, Attorney Richard Lahmann and Dale Hustad.

D. Streiff moved to return from closed session.  K. McKenzie 2nd.   Closed Session adjourned 9:50.  Sherry Wilde, Linda Kempfer Disch and Chris Narveson joined the public portion of the meeting at this time.

D. Streiff moved to open Board of Review.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.

Chairman K. Seward called 2005 Board of Review to order.  Clerk confirmed that the Tax Rolls were not yet completed and requested to reconvene board of review on Tuesday, June 7th at 6:00 p.m.  Without objection the motion carried.
