Regular Town Board Meeting

CALL TO ORDER:

PROOF OF POSTING:
Proper proof of notice was duly noted.

Discussion/Motion:
K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff second to approve Minutes of March 1, 2005 and March 23, 2005 as presented. Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
Clerk submitted driveway refund request for Kati Homes & Homecraft.  D. Streiff moved K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried 
Discussion:
Tape policy was discussed.  After a brief discussion the board asked the clerk to research acquiring new equipment and report back.

Discussion:
Vacation policy was discussed.  M. Renner suggested a vacation policy with a 2 week baseline after 1st year of employment, an additional week would be added after 7 years of employment, with another week of vacation added after 10 years for a total of 4 weeks of hour equivalent service.


Carryover of 1 prior year’s worth of vacation up to the full amount of vacation (Maximum of 4 weeks vacation). 


Overtime was also discussed M. Renner stated that overtime is considered as anything over 8 hours in a work day and/or anything in excess of 40 hours in a work week.


Clerk also reported that the time has come where there is not enough time in a 17 hour week to get everything done.  She is requesting the board consider allowing her to work a 30 hour week.


Add to May’s agenda as an action item.

Discussion/Motion:
Robert and Karen Talarczyk came before the board to report that they were given a 33’ driveway variance on about 500 ft of a driveway located within the Town of Exeter.  The variance was given due to use of historical road for construction.  The Talarczyk’s assured the Town Board that they would be using 66’ within Town of New Glarus Limits.


M. Renner moved to publicly note that on 4/12/2005 the Board received Exeter Road Commitment for fire turnout of 66’ within the Town of New Glarus and that the driveway would be limited to single family access.  K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:
John Freitag submitted a request for a land division request to split a 52 acre parcel into 3 lots.  Materials had been submitted to the Land Planning Commission.  R. Elkins reported that the Land Planning Commission was recommending the spit be approved.  M. Renner moved to accept the plan as submitted.  Dean Streiff 2nd.  Motion Carried.
Discussion/Motion:
Kathy Hayes was not present but called to request Hayes Lane be discontinued as a Town Road.  
M. Renner reported that The Town may discontinue the road by publishing a class 3 publication in the post messenger of a resolution of intent to consider discontinuing Hayes Lane.  The notice must include a legal description, Scale Map and the date of the scheduled hearing to adapt the resolution.  The meeting date to adapt the must be 40 days after the original intent to abandon resolution has been signed.  An Affidavit of Serving Notice needs to be sent to land owners where the road passes.

Once the Resolution to abandon the road is adapted a Lis Pendance must be filed with the Office of the Register of Deeds Office within 10 days of the adaptation.

D. Streiff moved to add to the June Agenda, K. McKenzie 2nd.  Motion carried.

Recess to Annual Meeting 8 p.m.
Returned to Regular Town Meeting at 8 p.m.

Patrolman’s Report:
The patrolman and board supervisors will meet Saturday morning at 8 a.m. for Road Review and Truck Bid Review.
Discussion/Motion:
Ben reported that the insulation will run $1,000 if materials are purchased from New Glarus Lumber yard.  K. McKenzie moved to get the work done, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Ben reported that he would really like to hire someone to help him out.  The board asked him to report back on what type of work he does, give them some idea of what work is not getting done and to take into consideration an estimate on what additional work would be added with the newly formed parks commission.
Discussion/Motion:
Ben submitted a work order from Green County for gravel work.  It will cost $1,800 to edge and restor road crowns on Peters, Kennebec, Kempfer, Urban, Tuttle, Yaun, Freitag, Marty, Statz, S. Legler Valley, Hayes, Hustad, Ufken and Titus.  K. McKenzie moved, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion to get work done carried.
Discussion/Motion:
Nita submitted checks 12621-12696 for approval.  K. McKenzie moved to approve, D. Streiff 2nd.  Motion carried.
Chairman’s Report:
M. Renner spoke a bit about big box development and industrial ag use.  He recommended that the board set some time aside to hear from the planning commission regarding possible ordinance language.

M. Renner reported that Smart Growth is in the final phase.  They are looking at May or June for approval in form of an ordinance.

M. Renner also reported that there is still desire within the Village and Town for a Joint Library.  The holding point seems to be the mechanism for funding.  The Village does not wish to lose budgeting control.  Mark will continue to serve as a liaison between the Village and Town on library issues.

M. Renner reported that an agreement had been reached between Bjoin and the Town of New Glarus.  Both sides (Bjoin and our Patrolman) will make weekly inspections of Exeter Crossing.  Any damage to the road will be repaired immediately at Bjoin’s expense.
