New Business:  M. Renner reported that the Land Planning Commission has requested that the Town establish a Historic Preservation Committee under 60.64 WI Stats.  That the committee would be able to preserve buildings and land of historic importance such as school sites, creameries, cheese factories, campsites, cemeteries, Indian burial grounds and barns.   Citizens were concerned with losing property to the State.
